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2013 Treaty Event:  
Towards Universal Participation and Implementation   

  

Daily Report 
 

Wednesday, 25 September 2013  
 
Today forty (40) treaty actions were effected with the Secretary-General by twenty-six (26) 
States; six (6) States participated at the level of Head of State, three (3) States participated 
at the level of Head of Government, fifteen (15) States participated at the ministerial level, 
and two (2) States participated at the level of Permanent Representative. 
 
There were a total of four (4) accessions, three (3) consents to be bound, three (3) provisional 
applications, nine (9) ratifications, and twenty-one (21) signatures.  A breakdown of the 
treaty actions is provided below:
