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NOTE BY THE SECRETARIAT

1. The present Statement is issued monthly
by the Office of Legal Affairs of the Secretariat
in pursuance of article i3 of the Kegulations to
give effect to Article 102 of the Charter of the
United Nations adopted on 14 December 1946 by
Genoral Asseably resclution 97 (1),

2. Part 1 contains a statemsnt of treaties and
international agreements registersd in accordance
with Article 102 (1) of the Charter. Part II
contains a statement of traaties and international
agressents [iled and recorded in accotdance with
articls 10 of the aforesenticned Regulations. With
respact to esch treaty or internationsal agreesent
the following inforwation is given: registration
or recording number, titls, date of conclusion, date
and sethod of entry into force, lanquages in which
it was concluded, nase of the authority which
initiated the formality of registration or f£iling
and recording and daze of that formality. Antexes
to the Statesent contain ratifications, accessions,
supplesentary agressents and other subssquent actions
concertiing treatiss and international agreesents
registered or filed and recorded with the Secretariac
of the United a_.i.. » Or registered with t...
Secretaciat of the League of Nations. The authentic
texts of ths treeties and international agresments
togethar with translations in English and Prench are
subsequently published in the United Nations Treaty
garies.

3. Under Article 102 of the Charter every
treaty and svery internstional agressent entered
into by a Masber of the United Nations after the
coming into forca of the Charter must be registered
with the Sscratariat and published dy it. the
General Asssmbly, by resolution 97 (I) referred to
above, established regulations to give sffect to
Article 102 of the Charter. The United Mations,
under article 4 of thess Regulations, registers
ax officlo every treaty or international agressent
which 1s subjact to registration vhers the United
Nations is a party, has besn authorized by a treaty
or agreemant to sffect registration, or is the
deapositary of a multilateral tresaty or agreement.
The specislized agencies may alsc register treaties
in certain specific cases. 1In all other instances
registration is effected by a party. The Sscretariat
is designated in Article 102 as the organ with which
registration is effectad.

4. The Requlations also provide in article 10
for the Clling and recording of certaln categories
of treaties and international agresments other than
those subject to registration under Article 102 of
tha charter.

5. Under Article 102 of the Charter and thas
Regulations, the SBecretariat is generally responsible
for the operation of the system of registration and
publication of treaties. In respsct of ex cofficio
registration and filing and recording, shere the
Secretariat has responsibility for initiating actien
under the Regulations, it necessarily has authority
for dealing with all aspects of the Juestion.

6. 1In other cases, when treaties and inter-
national sgreements ere submitted by a party for
the purpose of registration or filing and recoerding,
they ars first examined by the Secretariat in order
to ascertain swhether they fall within the category
of agresments requiring registration or are
susceptible of filing and recording, and also to
ascertain vhether the technical requirsments of the
Regulations are met. It may be noted that an
authoritative body of practice relating to
registration has developsd in the Leagus of Nations
and the United Nations which msy serve as & useful
guide. In some casas, the Secretariat may Find it
necessary to consult with the registering party
concerning the question of registrability. However,
since the terms “treaty” and "international

t® have not been defined either in the
Charter or in the Begulations, the Secretariat.
under the Charter and the Regulations, follows the
principle that it acts in accordance with the
position of the Member Btate submitting an
instrusent for reqistration that so far as that
party is concarned the instrument is a treaty or an
international agresmsnt within the meaning of
Article 102. Registration of an instrument
subaitted by a Membar State, tharsfors, doss not
imply a judgement by the Secretariat on the naturs
of the instrument, the status of a party, or any
similer question. It is the understanding of the
Secretariat that its action does not confer on the
instrument the status of @ treaty or an interna-
tional agresment if it doas pot already bave that
status and doss not confer on a party a status which
1t would not otherwiss have.

7. The obligation to register rests on the
Meaber State and the purposs of Article 102 of the
. Charter 1s to give publicity to all treatles and
finternational agresments entsred into by a Member
State. Purthermore. under paragraph 2 of Article
102, no party to & tresaty or international agresment
subject to registration, shich bas not been
registersd, say invoke that treaty or agresment
before any organ of the United Mations.
