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COMMUNICATION BY DENMARK

Sir,

I have the honour, upon instructions from the Secretary-General,

to refer to the Convention on Road Traffic, with annexes signed at

Vienna on 19 September 19̂ +9» which was ratified by the Government of

Denmark on 3 February 1956.

In this connexion, I wish to inform you that, on 17 February 1976,

the Secretary-General received from the Government of Denmark the

following communication:

"... the Faeroe Islands have selected the letters "FR" as the
distinguishing sign to be used on issuing driving licenses and
registration certificates in its territory.

The Faeroe Islands, which as to registration of motor vehicles
is an independent Area, have up till now used the letters "DK" which,
pursuant to section 3 of Annex k of the Convention on Road Traffic,
is the distinguishing sign of Denmark."
