4. Any proposed amendments communicated in accordance with
paragraph 3 of this article shall be accepted if within a period
of six months following the date of its communication none of
the competent administrations of the Contracting Parties
directly concerned notify the Secretary-General of their
objection to the amendment. If the administration of a
Contracting Party states that its national law obliges it to
subordinate its agreement to the grant of a specific
authorization or to the approval of a legislative body, the
competent administration shall not be considered as having
consented to the amendment to annex I to this Agreement, and the
proposed amendment shall not be accepted, until such time as the
said competent administration notifies the Secretary-General
that it has obtained the required authorization or approval. If
such notification is not made within a period of eighteen months
following the date on which the proposed amendment was
communicated to the said competent administration or if, within
the period of six months specified above, the competent
administration of a Contracting Party directly concerned
expresses an objection to the proposed amendment, that amendment
shall not be accepted.

5. Any amendment accepted shall be communicated by the
Secretary-General to all the Contracting Parties and shall come
into force for all the Contracting Parties three months after
the date of its communication."

Article 9

"1. Annexes II and III to this Agreement may be amended by
the procedure specified in this article.

2. Upon the request of a Contracting Party, any amendment
proposed by it to annexes II and III to this Agreement shall be
considered in the Working Party on Road Transport of the
Economic Commission for Europe (ECE).

3. If adopted by the majority of those present and voting,
and if such majority includes the majority of the Contracting
Parties present and voting, the amendment shall be communicated
by the Secretary-General to the competent administrations of all
Contracting Parties for acceptance.

4. Such amendment shall be accepted if during a period of
six months from the date of notification, less than one-third of
the competent administrations of the Contracting Parties notify
the Secretary-General of their objection to the amendment.
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5. Any amendment accepted shall be communicated by the

ATTENDANCE

1. The Principal Working Party on Road Transport held its ninetieth session
from 21 to 23 October 1996 under the chairmanship of Mr. S. Schimming
(Germany). Representatives of the following member States participated:
Czech Republic; Finland; France; Germany; Greece; Italy; Netherlands; Norway;
Romania; Slovakia; Spain; Sweden; Switzerland, The former Yugoslav Republic of
Macedonia; Turkey. The following intergovernmental organization was
represented: International Road Traffic Organization (IRTO). The following
non-governmental organizations were also represented: International Road
Transport Union (IRU); International Road Federation (IRF); International
Touring Alliance/International Automobile Federation (AIT/FIA); International
Transport Workers' Federation (ITF); Council of Bureaux.

ADOPTION OP THE AGENDA

Document; TRANS/SC.1/358 and Amend.1.

2. The Principal Working Party adopted the agenda supplementing, on the
request of the representative of IRU, item 4 (f) with sub-item (iii) "Fiscal
issues relating to road haulage".

ACTIVITIES OF ECE BODIES AND OTHER INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS
OF INTEREST TO THE PRINCIPAL WORKING PARTY

(a) Economic Commission for Europe

3. The Principal Working Party was informed about the results of the
fifty-first session of the Economic Commission for Europe (15-19 April 1996),
particularly regarding Decision G (51) "Cooperation in the Field of
Transport".

(b) Inland Transport Committee and its subsidiary bodies

Documentation; ECE/TRANS/116.

4. The Principal Working Party was informed of the decisions taken by the
Inland Transport Committee at its fifty-eighth session as they relate to the
Principal Working Party's work, in particular concerning measures aimed at
economizing resources and questions relating to road transport infrastructure,
operation and safety (ECE/TRANS/116, paras. 10-13, 56-78 and 178). It was
also informed about the preparatory work for the Regional Conference on
Transport and the Environment and for the Third Pan-European Transport
Conference.

(c) Other international organizations

5. It was agreed that work carried out by international organizations would
be considered under agenda items relating to that work.

6. The Principal Working Party was informed that the status of the accession **
to AGR had not changed in the period between its last and present sessions and ^_
that the amendments to Annex I to AGR, adopted at the eighty-ninth session of
the Principal Working Party (TRANS/SC.1/357, annex 1), were accepted on * >
8 July 1996 and will enter into force on 25 October 1996. ^

7. The Principal Working Party took note of information concerning the recent » y
work on the possible extension of the E road network to the Caucasus and
Central Asian ECE Member States (Informal document No.l), noted the related *~
remarks and proposals made by the ad hoc Meeting on Implementation of AGR at ^.
its fifteenth session (TRANS/SC.I/AC.5/30, paras. 11 and 12) and decided:

(i) To develop the extension of the E road network to I
the above-mentioned States taking into account the

Principal Working Party considered the amendments to Annex I to AGR submitted
by the Governments of Georgia, Lithuania, Turkey and Ukraine (TRANS/SC.1/R.271 •*
and Adds.1-3) and unanimously adopted:

(i) To postpone the decision concerning the extension
of road E 28 until bilateral or multilateral
consultation between countries directly concerned,
i.e. Lithuania, Latvia, Poland and the Russian
Federation, on the matters raised at the ad hoc
Meeting (TRANS/SC.I/AC.5/30, paras. 6 and 7) are
concluded;

(ii) To consider the proposed amendments to roads E 60
and E 99 and the proposed new roads E 491 and
E 691 together with other proposals for the
extension of the E road network to the Caucasus
and Central Asian regions (see paragraph 7 (i)
above).

10. In accordance with the provision of article 9 of the AGR Agreement the
Principal Working Party unanimously adopted:

(i) The amendment to paragraph IV.7.4 of Annex II to
AGR, proposed by the Government of Germany as
modified by the ad hoc Meeting
(TRANS/SC.I/AC.5/30, para. 16);

(ii) The amendment to paragraph III.l of Annex II to
AGR, drafted by the ad hoc Meeting
(TRANS/SC.I/AC.5/30, para. 20).

The text of the adopted amendments appears in annex 1 to this report.

11. In accordance with the proposals made by the ad hoc Meeting
(TRANS/SC.I/AC.5/30, para. 21), the Principal Working Party took the following
decision concerning the next inventories of the E road network:

(a) The interval of the subsequent inventories of the E road network should be
the same as that applied to the Census of Motor Traffic on E roads, i.e. every
five years;

(b) Data to be collected for the next inventory should be the same as that
collected for the 1994 inventory and, in addition, it should include
information about the application of the E road signing prescribed in
Annex III to AGR;

(c) Since the data from the Census of Motor Traffic on E roads, collected by
the secretariat, includes some information on geometrical parameters of E road *
sections covered by the Census, the possible integration of the collection of ^^
data from the Census and from the inventory of E roads should be considered in
the future. » _

12. As regards the suggestion made by the ad hoc Meeting to analyse the next r'
inventory together with the traffic census for the same year, the Principal +f
Working Party recommended to make such a analysis, first of all, for the
priority transport corridors in Central and Eastern Europe suggested by the *~
Second Pan-European Transport Conference.

13. In accordance with the opinion of the Inland Transport Committee expressed jr >
at its fifty-eighth session (ECE/TRANS/116, para. 60), the Principal Working

^ ̂Party considered the guestion of the correlation between the extension of the
E road network and the development of the priority transport corridors in »*t
Central and Eastern Europe on the basis of information provided by the
secretariat during the session. It was agreed that the future extension of '~
the E road network in the above-mentioned region should aim, first of all, at ^
filling in missing links of the E road network along the priority corridors.
It was also stressed that further development of priority corridors in Central *•*
and Eastern Europe should be based on the E road network. I

14. In introducing the Progress Report, the representative of the secretariat
underlined the activities taken up in the Project which included technical,
financial, administrative and operational issues.

15. The representative of the secretariat explained that the latest signatory .̂,
to the TEM Cooperation Trust Fund Agreement was the Government of Georgia.
A number of other Governments had expressed interest in becoming signatories w

to the Agreement. ^

16. As a result of the ensuing discussion, the Principal Working Party noted ••-
the progress made in the Project and expressed support for the TEM work. The
Working Party encouraged the continuation of the TEM activities' coverage and
relations with the Inland Transport Committee as in the past and expressed its »
wish to continue to be informed of developments.

HARMONIZATION OF REQUIREMENTS CONCERNING INTERNATIONAL ROAD TRANSPORT AND „ _
FACILITATION OF ITS OPERATION

(a) Implementation of the AETR Agreement

Documentation; E/ECE/811 - E/ECE/TRANS/564 and Amends.1-3. -

17. The representative of the International Transport Workers' Federation * ""
(ITF) stressed the necessity of introducing an effective control of the .̂
implementation of the AETR provisions, in particular the use of tachographs

* <
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being mandatory since 24 April 1995. He suggested to establish an informal
group which could prepare relevant proposals on this matter.

18. Following this suggestion, the Principal Working Party decided to
establish an informal group with a mandate to collect information on the
implementation of the AETR provisions in various countries (through an
appropriate questionnaire, if necessary) and to make proposals concerning
action to be taken in order to ensure proper implementation of AETR, possibly
for the next session of the Principal Working Party. The representatives of
Finland, France, Romania, ITF and IRU expressed their readiness to participate
in the informal group. It was agreed that the first meeting of the informal
group would be held during the session of the Inland Transport Committee in
January 1997. The Principal Working Party accepted with appreciation the
offer made by ITF to organize the work of the informal group and to provide
the necessary facilities for this work in the ITF office in London. It also
invited other Governments and international organizations, who wished to do
so, to participate in the work of the informal group.

19. The Principal Working Party was informed that the Government of
Turkmenistan deposited its instrument of accession to AETR on
18 September 1996. In accordance with the rules set out in Annex - Appendix 2
to AETR, Turkmenistan received the distinguishing number 38 to be placed on
the approval mark issued by this State.

(b) Weights and dimensions of road vehicles

Documentation; TRANS/SC.1/R.186/Rev.1 and Amends.1-7.

20. The Principal Working Party took note of information contained in the
above-mentioned documents. It also took note of EC Council directive 96/53/EC
of 25 July 1996 laying down for certain road vehicles circulating within the
Community the maximum authorized dimensions in national and international
traffic and the maximum authorized weights in international traffic.

21. It considered the possibility of undertaking the task of the harmonization
of regulations governing weights and dimensions of road vehicles at the ECE
level. It was agreed that such harmonization would be premature and that, at
present, the Principal Working Party should continue to collect relevant
information on the present national regulations on this matter
(TRANS/SC.1/R.186/Rev.1 and its amendments). To this end, it invited
Governments, who had not yet done so, to provide the secretariat with updated
data concerning regulations on weights and dimensions of road vehicles in
their respective countries.

(c) Consideration of the content of and the status of reservations to the
Consolidated Resolution on the Facilitation of Road Transport (R.E.4)

Documentation: TRANS/SC.1/319 and Amends.1-5, TRANS/SC.1/323 and Amends.1-3.

22. The Principal Working Party noted that no reservation to the Consolidated
Resolution R.E.4 had been withdrawn in the period between its previous and
present session.
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*
23. In this situation, the Principal Working Party felt that the continuation t

of its consideration of this subject would not be effective. However, it
expressed its readiness to undertake the preparation of a new resolution or , •*
legal instrument on facilitation of international transport which could be
more widely accepted than the Consolidated Resolution R.E.4, subject to the • •
decision of the Inland Transport Committee.

(d) Consideration of possibilities for agreements and other measures on ^
border crossings and border facilities for road transport between
Eastern and Western Europe

24. The representatives of IRU showed a film illustrating the recent situation ^,
on border crossings in Central and Eastern Europe and provided the Principal
Working Party with data on the waiting time of lorries on border crossings in •: *
this region.

25. The Principal Working Party thanked IRU for providing it with the
above-mentioned information and expressed its support to various IRU «<
activities aimed at facilitating border crossings, including the resolution
referred to in paragraph 24 above.

26. During the discussion of this subject, it was stressed that various
initiatives and measures undertaken, not only by governmental authorities and
non-governmental organizations, but also by the private sector, could ^^
considerably improve the situation on border crossings.

28. The Principal Working Party stated that it could not formulate its final
conclusion on undertaking the revision of the CVR Convention because of the
small number of countries submitting their written comments on the subject, . -
the lack of formal offers from Contracting Parties to initiate the procedure
for revising the Convention and the low participation in this session. *"

expressed by some delegations present at the session, it decided:

29. The Principal Working Party took note of the chart of the Inter-Bureaux
Agreements (TRANS/SC.1/R.277) and the report of the Council of Bureaux, a
summary of which is contained in annex 2 to this report. The representative
of The former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia stated that the abbreviation of
the name of his country used in the chart of the Inter-Bureaux Agreement was
not acceptable and asked for its correction.

30. The Principal Working Party was informed about the present status of
accession to UN/ECE legal instruments on road transport.

31. The Principal Working Party considered the question of the possible
revision of the CMR Convention aimed at accommodating its provisions to the
use of electronic data interchange (EDI), raised by the Working Party on
Facilitation of International Trade Procedures (WP.4) (TRANS/SC.1/R.276).

32. The representative of IRU stated that, in many countries Contracting
Parties to CMR, domestic legislation did not allow to apply EDI for transport
documentation and that, therefore, they would not be able to accede to the
revised Convention. He pointed out that the question concerned not only road
transport operators but also other modes of transport and other economy
sectors. He felt that the elaboration of a new Protocol to CMR could,
perhaps, be more appropriate than the revision of the Convention.

33. The Principal Working Party decided to consider this issue at its next
session on the basis of comments made by its members. To this end, it invited

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its members to provide the secretariat with their comments and proposals
concerning this matter. It advised them to consult, for this purpose,
national experts dealing with WP.4 matters and those involved in similar
problems in other transport modes and other sectors of the economy. The
Principal Working Party requested the secretariat to inform the Working Party
WP.4 about the result of the discussion on this matter at the present session.

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40. The Principal Working Party was informed about the IRU Manual on the
Integration of Central and Eastern European Countries containing extensive
analytical information about EU legislation on road transport, published in
English, Bulgarian, Czech, Hungarian, Polish, Romanian, Slovak and Russian.
It was felt that this publication could also be useful for other countries and
that, therefore, its publication in other languages would be advisable.

PROGRAMME OF WORK OF THE PRINCIPAL WORKING PARTY
AND IIS SUBSIDIARY BODIES

41. The Principal Working Party adopted a draft programme of work
(TRANS/SC.1/R.273) with modifications proposed by the Working Party on Road
Traffic Safety (TRANS/SC.1/WP.1/54). The adopted programme of work appears in
annex 3 to this report.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS FOR THE NEXT SESSION

42. The Principal Working Party re-elected Mr. S. Schimming (Germany) Chairman
and Mr. J. Alaluusua (Finland) Vice-chairman of its ninety-first session.

OTHER BUSINESS

43. The Principal Working Party expressed its concern as regards the low
participation in the session. It was felt that this might be caused by
limited financial means for travelling in some countries, the increasing
number of meetings organized by various international bodies and overlapping
of the time of meetings on similar issues.

44. It invited the Inland Transport Committee to discuss this matter and to
take the appropriate measures for strengthening the participation of
Governments in the sessions of SC.l. It also invited the Coordination Meeting
of ITC to ensure a proper coordination of dates of meetings in order to avoid
holding meetings dealing with similar issues on the same date.

45. Referring to the Committee's request to its subsidiary bodies to consider
the possibility of reducing the number or the duration of their meetings
(ECE/TRANS/116, paras. 13 and 178), the Principal Working Party expressed its
opinion that, due to the fact that its meetings take place only once per year
and due to the importance and number of the items dealt with, in particular
the consideration of the results of the work of the informal groups, the
duration of three days for its meetings should be maintained.

46. The Principal Working Party was informed that its next session was
provisionally scheduled to be held from 20 to 22 October 1997. It invited its
members to provide the secretariat with documents and/or information, to be
submitted to its next session, not later than 15 July 1997.

SUMMARY OF THE REPORT OF THE COUNCIL OF BUREAUX

1. The last meeting of the General Assembly of the Council of Bureaux, held
in Casablanca on 30 and 31 May 1996, considered several issues of substance as
regards the future scope of the Green Card System and the various agreements
between member Bureaux of the Council.

Future scope of the Green Card System

2. It was agreed by the General Assembly that, subject to the ability of
applicant countries for the participation in the System to comply with the
conditions for membership, the future geographical scope of the System should
be restricted to European countries situated to the West of the Ural Mountains
and non-European countries bordering the Mediterranean Sea.

3. It is considered that the European Countries which are without a
Compulsory Third Party Insurance Law, as well as those countries which have
such a law but in relation to which some initial experience would be
appropriate, should be accorded the status of a "Transitional Member" for a
certain period of time.

Membership of the Green Card System

4. As regards the current membership of the System, discussions have taken
place with the Bureau of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro) with regard to the
large number of rembursement demands from that Bureau which have been
outstanding. The re-integration of the Bureau of Yugoslavia (Serbia and
Montenegro) to the system will be determined on the basis of the United
Nations decisions on the cancellation of the sanctions against that country.
The Bureau of Iraq remains suspended from membership of the Council in view of
the continuation of the United Nations sanctions against that country.

5. The Bureau of Andorra was admitted to membership with effect from
1 July 1996 and the Bureau of Cyprus has also been admitted to membership with
effect from 1 July 1996 but in this case the membership is restricted to those
geographical parts of Cyprus which are under the control of the Government of
Cyprus.
