The Embassy of the Kingdom of the Netherlands presents its compliments to the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs, African Integration, Francophone Affairs and Beninese Abroad of the Republic of 
Benin and has the honour to inform it of the following with reference to the Exchange of Notes 
constituting an agreement between the Kingdom of the Netherlands and the Republic of Benin 
regarding the status of civilian and military personnel of the Ministry of Defence of the Kingdom 
of the Netherlands who are in Beninese territory to take part in the “DASSA 2009” exercise, done 
at Cotonou on 7 July 2009 (hereinafter referred to as “the Agreement”). The Agreement, which 
was supposed to expire, in accordance with its provisions, on 7 July 2010, was extended initially 
for a period of one year, until 7 July 2011, and then again for another period from 8 July 2011 to 
31 December 2014. 

Desirous to continue its participation in the exercises carried out in the territory of the 
Republic of Benin, the Kingdom of the Netherlands proposes that the Agreement be renewed a 
third time, for a period of one year expiring on 31 December 2015, with retroactive effect from 
1 January 2015. 

Wishing to broaden the protection of the military personnel of the Kingdom of the 
Netherlands, the Embassy proposes that the provisions of the Agreement apply to all of the 
exercises and training activities of the Kingdom in Beninese territory. 

As regards the Kingdom of the Netherlands, this Agreement applies only to the European 
portion of its territory. Any dispute between the Parties relating to the interpretation, 
implementation or execution of the provisions of this Agreement shall be settled in a friendly 
manner through consultations or negotiations between the Parties. 

If the above-mentioned provisions are acceptable to the Republic of Benin, the Embassy has 
the honour to propose that this Note and the Note in reply confirming the consent of the Republic 
of Benin shall constitute an Agreement between the Kingdom of the Netherlands and the Republic 
of Benin, that shall enter into force on the date of the Note in reply of the Republic of Benin, and 
shall be in force with retroactive effect as of 1 January 2015. This Agreement may be terminated 
by each Party by notifying the other Party in writing, through diplomatic channel, and with six 
months’ advance notice, of its intention to terminate the Agreement. 

The Embassy of the Kingdom of the Netherlands avails itself of this opportunity to renew to 
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, African Integration, Francophone Affairs and Beninese Abroad of 
the Republic of Benin the assurances of its highest consideration.
