Den Blandete Sovjetisk-Norske Kommisjon for merking av riksgrensen
mellom Sovjet-Samveldet og Norge hadde under arbeidets utforelse folgende
sammensetning:

Den Blandete Kommisjon avsluttet sitt arbeid 18. desember 1947.

Med utgangspunkt i Konvensjonen av 1826, og kartene fra 1896 som
delvis er opptatt med instrumenter under den norsk-russiske grenseoppgang
samme Ar, har den Blandete Kommisjon merket grensen i marken, idet den
herunder har fulgt de Instrukser som Kommisjonen har vedtatt for sitt
arbeid, nemlig:

1. Reglement for den Blandete Sovjetisk-Norske Kommisjon for merking
av riksgrensen mellom Sovjet-Samveldet og Norge.

2. Alminnelig Instruks for de Blandete Norsk-Sovjetiske Underkommis-
joner for merking av riksgrensen mellom Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet.

3. Instruks for de topografisk-geodetiske arbeider for merkingen av
riksgrensen mellom Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet.

4. Instruks om framgangsmAten ved oppsetting av grensemerker pA
riksgrensen mellom Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet.

5. Instruks om ordningen av grenseoverskridelse for personell under
den Blandete Sovjetisk-Norske Kommisjon for merking av riksgrensen mellom
Sovjet-Samveldet og Norge.

6. Instruks for de Blandete Norsk-Sovjetiske Underkommisjoner om
forberedelse av de merkingsdokumenter som skal forelegges den Blandete
Kommisjon.

7. Instruks om endelig utforming av dokumentene for merkingen av
riksgrensen mellom Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet.
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PA grunnlag av de utforte arbeider med merking av riksgrensen mellom
Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet har den Blandete Kommisjon utarbeidet en
beskrivelsesprotokoll over riksgrensens gang mellom Norge og Sovjet-Sam-
veldet med dertil horende album inneholdende kart og geodetiske riss,
grensemerkeprotokoller, tabell over koordinater og fortegnelser over grense-
merker.

Den merkete riksgrense og alle de oppsatte grensemerker er inntegnet
pA kartet i mAlestokk 1 : 25 000.

Den Blandete Kommisjon vii forelegge for Regjeringene i Norge og
Samveldet av Sovjetiske Sosialistiske Republikker til godkjenning beskrivel-
sesprotokoll over riksgrensens gang, med tilhorende dokumenter :

Protokoller for grensemerker for riksgrensen mellom Norge og Sovjet-
Samveldet, merket i 1947. - Grensemerker fra Krokfjellet (Muotkavaara)
til Grense-Jakobselvs (Voriemas) munning - i to bind.

De krokier som er trykt p5 grensemerkeprotokollenes baksider har
bare til hensikt A vise grensemerkenes tilknytning til karakteristiske terreng-
detaljer.

Alle de originale eksemplarer er undertegnet av samtlige ovennevnte
norske og sovjetiske delegerte, og forsynt med begge Delegasioners stempel.

De her omhandlede grensedokumenter trer i kraft umiddelbart etter
at de er godkjent av begge lands Regjeringer. Godkjennelsen skal meddeles
ved noteveksling.

Den Blandete Kommisjon konstaterer at alle arbeider med merkingen
av riksgrensen mellom Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet er utfort i full gjensidig
forstAelse og at der er oppn6dd enighet i alle sporsmfl om merkingen av
grensen.

Narvaerende protokoll er utferdiget i fire originale eksemplarer, hvorav
to pA norsk og to pA russisk. Begge tekster har samme gyldighet.

BESKRIVELSESPROTOKOLL

OVER RIKSGRENSENS GANG MELLOM NORGE OG SAMVELDET AV SOVJETISKE

SOSIALISTISKE REPUBLIKKER (S.S.S.R.), MERKET I 1947

Den Blandete Sovjetisk-Norske Kommisjon for merking av riksgrensen
mellom Sovjet-Samveldet og Norge erklerer herved at Kommisjonen i samsvar
med avtale mellom regjeringene i Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet har fastlagt
og merket i marken riksgrensen mellom Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet fra sam-
menstotet av riksgrensene mellom Norge, Sovjet-Samveldet og Finniand til
munningen av grenseelva Jakobselv (Grense-Jakobselv, Voriema).

Til utforing av merkingsarbeidene i marken ble nedsatt to Blandete
Norsk-Sovjetiske Underkommisjoner, og hele den riksgrense som skulle
merkes ble delt i folgende to avsnitt:

Forste Avsnitt med en lengde av 98,4 kin - fra sammenstotet av riks-
grensene mellom Norge, Sovjet-Samveldet og Finnland, til parallellen 69 0 32'
nordlig bredde, nord for Holmfoss.

Annet Avsnitt med en lengde av 97,3 km - fra parallellen 69 0 32' nordlig
bredde, til en boyestake forankret nord for munningen av Jakobselv.
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I Forste Avsnitt ble alle merkingsarbeider i marken utfort av den sovjet-
iske part, i Annet Avsnitt av den norske part. Et unntak er malingen og
pAsetting av nasjonalitetsmerke og nummereringen av grensemerkene, som
hver part utforte kun pA sitt territorium.

Den sainlete lengde av den merkete grense er 195,7 km, hvorav 42,9 km
gAr over land og 152,8 km folger Pasvikelvs (Patso-jokis) og Jakobselvs
vassdrag.

Den merkete riksgrense har i landomrAdene fern hovedbrekkpunkter,
hvor grensen i vesentlig grad skifter retning.

Grenseroysene nr. 11, 208, 211, 222 og 279 stAr i disse hovedbrekkpunkter.
Riksgrensen er i terrenget for det meste merket med grensestolper av

tre, og ellers med steinroyser, overettmerker og en boyestake, nenlig :
a) Begynnelsespunktet for grensen pA Krokfjellet (Muotkavaara) er mer-

ket med en roys av utilhugget stein og bar form av en avkortet kegle med
folgende mAl: diameter ved foten 2,5 m, diameter i toppen 2,0 m, hoyde 2,0 m.

b) Hovedbrekkpunktene pA grensen er merket med firkantede steinroyser
av storrelse 1,5 m x 1,5 m x 1,5 m. Under roysene er det pA fjell eller stein
innhugget en sirkel med 25 cm diameter, og sentrum i denne er grensens
brekkpunkt.

c) Brekkpunktet ved Skoltefossen er merket pA venstre elvebredd med
en roys som nevnt i punkt b) og pA hoyre elvebredd med et siktemerke som
bestAr av en jernbolt innstopt i sentrum av en tonneformet betongsoyle.

d) Grensens ovrige brekkpunkter pA land er merket enten med stein-
royser som nevnt i punkt b) eller med parvise grensestolper av tre. Stolpene
stAr som regel 4 in fra hverandre - 2 m pA hver sin side av grensen. I selve
grenselinjen mellom parstolpene stAr en liten rund trestolpe eller det er inn-
hugget i fjell (stein) en sirkel med 25 cm diameter og hvis sentrum betegner
grensens brekkpunkt.

Grensestolpene er 2 m hoye og 22 cm i firkant. De norske stolper er malt
gule med en 18 cm hoy svart topp. De norske stolper lar nasjonalitetsmerke.
De sovjetiske stolper er malt i felter vekselvis rode og gronne fra toppen og
nedover. Feltenes hoyde er: det overste rode sammen med den spisse del av
stolpen 48 cm, de ovrige rode 20 cm, alle de gronne 18 cm.

e) I mellomrommene mellom brekkpunktene er grensen over land merket
enten med steinroyser som nevnt i punkt b) eller med parvise grensestolper
av tre, som stAr pA samme mAte som i brekkpunktene.

f) Hvor grensen folger Pasvikelvs og Jakobselvs vassdrag er den merket
med parvise grensestolper av tre, en stolpe pA hver side av grenselinjen, enten
pA bredden av ely eller vatn eller pA oy.

g) Ved munningen av Jakobselv er grensen merket med parvise over-
ettmerker pA land. Overettmerkene er loddrette plater av tre, 3,25 m hoye
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og 1,5 m brede. Det forreste er svart med en hvit omvendt T, spiss i ovre
ende. Det bakerste er svart med en hvit T, spiss i nedre ende. Overettmerkene
star noyaktig i linje med frensen (unntatt overettmerkene nr. 415, som bare
gir retningen til boyestaken). Grensens brekkpunkter fra munningen av
Jakobselv og ut til boyestaken bestemmes ved skjaringen av siktelinjene.

h) Det nordlige endepunkt av den merkete grense er foruten med over-
ettmerkene ogsA merket med en boyestake - en svart stake av tre med svart
trekantet bAke, festet i en jernboye, som er forankret (dybde 17 m) nord for
munningen av Jakobselv.

Langs hele den merkete grense er det - foruten treriksmerket ((Krok-
fjellet )) - 25 steinroyser, 387 par grensestolper av tre, 3 par overettmerker
og 1 boyestake.

Alle grensemerker unntatt treriksmerket ((Krokfjellet)) er nummerert
fra syd mot nord. De begynner med nr. 1, som stAr 805,3 m fra treriksmerket
((Krokfjellet)) og slutter med nr. 415 - boyestaken (ett par overettmerker
pA norsk side og boyestaken har samme nummer - 415). Siktemerket ved
Skoltefossen er ikke nummerert.

PA de norske grensestolper er nummerne malt med sort pA gul bunn og
pA de sovjetiske grensestolper med hvitt pA gronn bunn. Roysenes nummer
er malt pA hjertesteinen pA toppen av roysa, eller pA sidene av vedkommende
roys.

De forskjellige typer av grensemerker og deres plass i forhold til grense-
linjen og til andre grensemerker, fremgAr av kartalbumet, grensemerke-
protokollene, koordinattabellene og fortegnelsen over grensemerker.

Det geodetiske grunnlag for bestemmelsen av rettvinklete koordinater for
grensemerkene og for kartopptakingen er punkter i de norske og sovjetiske
geodetiske riksnett, beregnet i Pulkovasystemet av 1932 pA Bessels ellipsoide
i Gauss-Kriigerske rettvinklete koordinater innenfor meridianstriper pA 60.

Koordinatene for punktene og for grensemerkene er gitt i tabellform,
for Forste Avsnitt i meridianstripe 5 med en akse som ligger 270 ost for Green-
wich og for Annet Avsnitt i meridianstripe 6 med en aske som ligger 330 ost
for Greenwich.

Grensemerkenes hoyder over havet er bestemnt trigonometrisk pA grunnlag
av norsk nivellement langs Pasvikelv saint de trigonometrisk bestente hoyder
for punkter i norsk triangulering. En utforlig fremstilling av fremgangsmAten
ved hoydebestemmelsene er gitt i Forklaringen til koordinattabellen.

Avstanden mellom grensemerkene er bestemt med en noyaktighet av
1: 1000 av den mAlte avstand og brytningsvinklene med en noyaktighet av
0,014 g (45").

De rettvinklete koordinater for grensemerkene er beregnet med en
noyaktighet av 0,1 m og de geografiske koordinater med en noyaktighet av
0",01.
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Langs hele grensen er utfort topografisk mMing i mAlestokk I : 25 000
i en 0,5 km bred stripe p& liver side av grensen, eller pA hver side av bredden
der grensen folger vassdrag. PA dette grunnlag er det tatt opp kart i samme
mAlestokk. PA kartene er grensen og samtlige oppsatte grensemerker inntegnet.
Lange bukter er ikke tatt med pA kartet.

Langs grensestripen er lagt trekantnett eller polygondrag og beregnet
rettvinklete koordinater for alle grensemerker.

De faguttrykk som er brukt i denne protokoll er slik A forstA:

1. ((Grense)) eller ((grenselinje)) er den riksgrense mellom Norge og
Sovjet-Samveldet som er merket i 1947.

2. ((Grensemerkets sentrum )) er enten det punkt pA grenselinjen over
land som ligger mellom to parstolper i en avstand fra disse som er gitt i grense-
merkeprotokollen, eller i sentrum av grunnflaten i en roys.

((Grensemerkets sentrum)) i grensens brekkpunkter er merket slik:

a) NAr grensemerket er et par trestolper, enten med en liten rund trestolpe,
spiss i ovre ende, eller med sentrum i en sirkel med 25 cm diameter, hugget
i fjell eller stein.

b) NAr grensemerket er en steinroys, med sentrum i en sirkel med 25 cm
diameter, hugget i fjell eller stein.

Hvor grensen gAr rettlinjet over land er grensemerkets sentrum som
regel ikke merket.

3. Avstand fra en grensestolpe til grensen er avstanden fra grensestolpen
til skjoringspunktet mellom grensen og den rette linje mellom den norske og
den sovjetiske stolpe med samme nummer.

Merknader:

1. Grensens lengde over land mellom grensemerkene er bestemt geodetisk
under mAlingen i marken, og der grensen folger vassdrag mAlt pA de topo-
grafiske kart fra 1947 i mAlestokk I : 25 000.

2. Avstand mellom grensestolper der grensen folger vassdrag og retnings-
vinkler for alle grensemerker finnes i vedleggene og er ikke omtalt i denne
beskrivelsesprotokoll.

3. DybdemAlinger i Pasvikelv og Jakobselv er utfort med enkle metoder
i den utstrekning det var nodvendig for A bestemme riksgrensens gang og
dens inntegning pA kartet over grensestripen. Resultatene av dybdemAlingene
er i marken innfort pA originalkartene.

4. Hvor grensemerkets type ikke er anfort i beskrivelsesprotokollen,
bestAr dette av et par trestolper.
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Den merkete riksgrense mellom Norge og Sovjet-Samveldet gdr sdledes:

Begynnelsespunktet for den merkete riksgrense er en steinroys, som stAr
pA toppen av Krokfjellet i sammenstotet av riksgrensene mellom Norge, Sovjet-
Samveldet og Finnland.

PA toppen av roysa stAr en trekantet betongpyramide hvis sider vender
mot de tre land. PA den side av pyramiden som vender mot vedkommende
land star pA norsk, russisk og finsk landets og treriksmerkets navn, nemlig:
((Norge, Krokfjellet , (c S. S. S. R., Muotkavaara , ((Suomi, Muotkavaara .

Tredje - landomrAdet fra Skoltefossen rundt Boris Gleb og over Pasvikelv

til denne hoyre bredd;
Fjerde - landomrAdet fra hoyre bredd av Pasvikelv til der Jakobselv be-

gynner;
Femte - etter Jakobselv til dens utlop i Nordishavet (Barentshavet), grense-

merke nr. 415, (moringen for boyestaken).

I forste omrdde, fra treriksmerket ((KrokfjelletD, til grensemerke nr. 11
som er satt opp nar den sydvestre bredd av Grensevatn, gAr grensen i en
minst 8 m bred grensegate, stort sett i sydostlig retning, i smAkupert, til dels
myrlendt skoglende. Den har bare ett brekkpunkt - i grensemerke nr. 8.
Mellom grensemerkene nr. 9 og nr. 10 krysser grenselinjen Pasvikelv.

Grensen gAr fra treriksmerket ((Krokfjellet ,) i sydostlig retning i steinet
lende nedover Krokfjellet, over en myr og et rundt tjern til

grensemerke nr. 1,

som stAr pA en skogkledd haug, 180 m sydost for nevnte tjern.
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Grensens lengde mellom treriksmerket c(Krokfjellet ) og grensemerke nr. 1
er 805,3 m.

Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. I i samme retning over en myr og en
bekk til

grensemerke nr. 2,
en roys, som star pA sydskrAningen av en skogkledd fjellrabbe.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. I og nr. 2 er 778,5 m.
Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 2 i samme retning over myr til

grensemerke nr. 3,
som stAr pA en skogkledd haug.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 2 og nr. 3 er 730,5 m.
Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 3 i samme retning over en myr og en

bekk til
grensemerke nr. 4,

som stAr ved sondre ende av en myr med skog.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 3 og nr. 4 er 800,8 m.
Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 4 i samme retning oppover til

grensemerke nr. 5,
som stAr pA en skogkledd haug.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 4 og nr. 5 er 394,1 m.
Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 5 i samme retning videre over den

skogkledde haug til
grensemerke nr. 6,

som stAr pA den sydostlige del av haugen.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 5 og nr. 6 er 189,9 m.
Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 6 i samme retning over en myr og over

enden av en skoggate pA sovjetisk side til
grensemerke nr. 7,

som stAr pA sydvesthellingen av Grenseberget.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 6 og nr. 7 er 916,4 m.
Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 7 i samme retning til

grensemerke nr. 8,
en roys satt opp 1826, restaurert 1947.

Denne roys stAr pA kanten av Grensebergets bratte ostskrAning i et
brekkpunkt i grensen.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 7 og nr. 8 er 73,0 m.
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Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 8 i ny retning, mot syd-sydost nedover
Grenseberget, over en myr, krysser en skogsti og gAr over en skogkledd haug til

grensemerke nr. 9,

som stAr 39 rn fra venstre bredd av Pasvikelv.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 8 og nr. 9 er 596,4 m.

Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 9 i samme retning, krysser Pasvikelv
og gAr til

grensemerke nr. 10,

som stAr 17 m fra hoyre elvebredd.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 9 og nr. 10 er 215,2 m.
Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 10 i samme retning over en bukt av

Pasvikelv ved Grensefoss og i grensegate til

grensemerke nr. 11,

en roys satt opp 1826, restaurert 1947.

Denne roys stAr p;I en skogkledd haug, 87 m nordost for en bru pA en
skogsti og 105 m vest for odden pA neset Gelsomio, i et hovedbrekkpunkt.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 10 og nr. 11 er 1008,0 m.
I annet omrdde gAr grensen fra neset Gelsomio etter djupAlen i Pasvikelv,

og som regel etter midten av de sjoer som elva danner, og stort sett i nordostlig
retning til Skoltefossen.

Breddene er dels faste dels myrlendte, og for det meste lave, men overs-
vommes i alminnelighet ikke ved hoy vannstand.

Elva danner en rekke fosser og stryk av forskjellig storrelse.

I vassdraget finnes et stort antall storre og mindre oyer, hvorav de storre
som regel er skogkledde, de mindre kledd med gras og kratt. Det finnes ogsA
steinroyser, skjxr og sandbanker.

Fra grensemerke nr. 11 gAr grensen mot nordost forst i grensegate 70 m,
nedover den bratte skrAning av neset Gelsomio og over til Pasvikelvs vassdrag
og gAr i samme retning etter Grensevatn, over en steinoyr og sA etter vatnet
med Aittasaari pA sovjetisk side til

grensemerke nr. 12.

Den norske stolpe stAr pA ostbredden av Grenseneset pA en liten haug,
165,1 m fra grensen.

Den sovjetiske stolpe stAr pA nordvestpynten av Aittasaari, 6 m fra
en skrent, 115,0 m fra grensen.

Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 11 og nr. 12 er 465 m.
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Grensen gAr fra grensemerke nr. 12 etter Grensevatn i nordostlig retning
med Korkeasaari p5 sovjetisk side til

grensemerke nr. 13.
Den norske stolpe star p5 ostsiden av Grenseneset i skog, 25 m fra bredden

og 207,6 m fra grensen.
Den sovjetiske stolpe stAr pA den nordvestre del av Korkeasaari pA en

liten haug, 40 m ost for en skrent og 135,0 m fra grensen.
Grensens lengde mellom grensemerkene nr. 12 og nr. 13 er 270 m.

OF SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLICS FOR THE DEMAR-
CATION OF THE STATE FRONTIER BETWEEN THE
TWO COUNTRIES. SIGNED AT MOSCOW, ON
18 DECEMBER 19472

FINAL PROTOCOL

The Mixed Soviet-Norwegian Commission for the demarcation of the
State frontier between Norway and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
was constituted as follows:

Norwegian delegation:

The Mixed Commission completed its work on 18 December 1947.

1 Came into force on 23 May 1949 by an exchange of notes, in accordance with
the relevant provisions of the Final Protocol and the Descriptive Protocol.

2 By the consent of the registering party, the annexes to the Descriptive Protocol, 415
Protocols describing the frontier marks and an album of maps and triangulation diagrams,
are not reproduced in the United Nations Treaty Series, these documents merely supplying
technical frontier data, topographic sections and photographs of border points. A
duly certified copy, however, of the complete text of the Agreement as described above
has been transmitted by the registering party and remains in the custody of the Secre-
tariat. Furthermore, it is understood that the registration covers the complete text of
the Agreement as reproduced in the certified copy thereof and that the omission from
publication of certain parts of the Agreement does not affect the validity of such regis-
tration.
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Proceeding on the basis of the Convention of 18261 and the maps drawn
up with the partial use of instruments during the 1896 Survey of the Norwe-
gian-Russian frontier, the Mixed Commission demarcated the frontier on the
ground, in conformity with the following directives adopted by the Commis-
sion for its work:

1. The regulations relating to the Mixed Soviet-Norwegian Commission
for the demarcation of the State frontier between the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics and Norway.

2. The general directives to the Mixed Norwegian-Soviet Sub-Commis-
sions for the demarcation of the State frontier between Norway and the
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics.

3. The directives relating to the topographical and geodetic work
connected with the demarcation of the State frontier between Norway and
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics.

4. The directives on the procedure for the erection of frontier marks on
the State frontier between Norway and the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics.

5. The directives on the procedure for movement across the State fron-
tier by members of the staff of the Mixed Soviet-Norwegian Commission for
the demarcation of the State frontier between the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics and Norway.

6. The directives to the Mixed Norwegian-Soviet Sub-Commissions on
the preparation of demarcation documents for submission to the Mixed
Commission.

7. The directives on the final drafting of the demarcation documents
relating to the State frontier between Norway and the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics.

On the basis of its work on the demarcation of the State frontier between
Norway and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, the Mixed Commission
has drawn up a Descriptive Protocol relating to the line of the State frontier
between Norway and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, to which are
annexed an album of maps and geodetic diagrams, protocols of frontier
marks, tables of co-ordinates and lists of frontier marks.

The line of the State frontier as demarcated, and all the frontier marks
erected on it, have been drawn in on a map of scale 1: 25,000.

The Mixed Commission begs to submit for the approval of the Govern-
ments of Norway and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics the Descriptive

The sketch-maps printed on the reverse of the description of each fron-
tier mark are designed merely to show the relation of the frontier mark to
conspicuous landmarks.

All originals are signed by all the above-named Norwegian and Soviet
Delegates and stamped with the stamps of both Delegations.

The frontier documents herein referred to will enter into force imme-
diately after ratification by the Governments of the two countries, such ratifi-
cation to be signified by exchange of notes.

The Mixed Commission records that all work on the demarcation of the
State frontier between Norway and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
has been carried out with full mutual understanding, and that agreement
was reached on all questions relating to the demarcation of the frontier.

The present Protocol is drafted in four originals, two in Norwegian and
two in Russian, both texts being equally authentic.

DESCRIPTIVE PROTOCOL

RELATING TO THE LINE OF THE STATE FRONTIER BETWEEN NORWAY AND

THE UNION OF SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLICS (URSS) DEMARCATED IN 1947

The Mixed Commission for the demarcation of the State frontier between
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and Norway hereby declares that,
in conformity with the Agreement between the Governments of Norway and
of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, the Commission has determined
and demarcated on the ground the State frontier between Norway and the
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics from the meeting point of the State
frontiers between Norway, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and
Finland to the mouth of the frontier river, the Jakobselv (Voriema).

To carry out the work of demarcation in the field, two Mixed Norwegian-
Soviet Sub-Commissions were set up and the whole State frontier to be
demarcated was divided into the following two parts:
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First part, length 98.4 kilometres: from the meeting point of the State
frontiers between Norway, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and
Finland to parallel 690 32' N, north of Holmfoss falls.

Second part, length 97.3 kilometres: from parallel 690 32' N, to a spar
buoy moored north of the Jakobselv river.

With the exception of the work of painting and erecting the national
emblems and numbering the frontier marks, which was carried out by each
party only on its own territory, all field demarcation work in the first part
was carried out by the Soviet side, and in the second part by the Norwegian
side.

The total length of the demarcated frontier amounts to 195.7 kilometres,
of which 42.9 kilometres is on land and 152.8 kilometres follows the thalweg
of the Pasvikelv (Patso-joki) and Jakobselv rivers.

The land sections of the demarcated State frontier line include five
main turning points where the frontier changes direction abruptly.

These main turning-points are marked by frontier cairns Nos. 1l, 208,
211, 222 and 279.

The State frontier is marked on the ground in most cases by wooden
frontier posts, and in the remaining cases by stone cairns, reference marks
and a spar buoy, as follows:

(a) The beginning of the frontier on Krokfjellet (Muotkavaara) hill is
marked by a cairn of unhewn stone shaped like a truncated cone and having
the following dimensions: diameter at the base, 2.5 metres; diameter at the
summit, 2 metres; height, 2 metres.

(b) The main turning-points in the frontier are marked by cubic cairns
1.5 metres by 1.5 metres by 1.5 metres. Below the cairn a circle of 25 centi-
metres diameter is carved on a rock or stone, the centre of the circle being the
turning-point of the frontier.

(c) The turning-point at the Skoltefoss falls is marked on the left river
bank by a cairn as described in paragraph (b), and on the right river bank
by a reference mark consisting of an iron bolt set into the centre of a barrel-
shaped concrete post.

(d) The remaining frontier turning-points on land are marked either by
cairns as described in paragraph (b) or by pairs of wooden frontier posts.
The posts are normally erected 4 meters apart, each being 2 metres on its
own side of the frontier. On the actual frontier line between the two posts
stands a small round wooden post; or a circle of 25 centimetres diameter is
carved in a rock (or stone), the centre of the circle denoting the turning-
point of the frontier.

The frontier posts are 2 metres high and 22 centimetres in section. The
Norwegian posts are painted yellow, with a black top 18 centimetres high,
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and are marked with the national emblem. The Soviet posts are painted from
top to bottom with alternate red and green bands. The breadth of the bands
is as follows: the uppermost red band, together with the point of the post,
48 centimetres; the remaining red bands, 20 centimetres; all green bands,
18 centimetres.

(e) In the intervals between frontier turning-points the land parts of
the frontier are marked either by stone cairns as described in paragraph (b)
or by pairs of wooden frontier posts standing at the same distance as at the
frontier turning-points.

(/) Where the frontier follows the thalweg of the Pasvikelv and Jakobselv
rivers, it is marked by pairs of wooden frontier posts, one post being erected
on either side of the frontier line, either on the river bank or lake side or
on an island.

(g) At the mouth of the Jakobselv river the frontier is marked by pairs
of reference marks erected on land. The reference marks are vertical wooden
panels of 3.25 metres height and 1.5 metres breadth. The leading mark is
black and bears a white reversed T pointed at the upper end. The rear
mark is black and bears a white T pointed at the lower end. The reference
marks stand in exact alignment with the frontier (except reference marks
No. 415, which merely indicate the direction towards the spar buoy). The
turning-points of the frontier from the mouth of the Jakobselv river to the
spar buoy are defined by the intersection of the sighting lines.

(h) The northern terminus of the demarcated frontier is marked, in addi-
tion to the reference marks, by a spar buoy, consisting of a black wooden
spar bearing a black triangular beacon, set in an iron buoy moored (in 17
metres) north of the mouth of the Jakobselv river.

In addition to the "Krokfjellet" triple frontier mark, the entire demarcated
frontier comprises 25 stone cairns, 387 pairs of wooden frontier posts, three
pairs of reference marks and one spar buoy.

The complete series of frontier marks, with the exception of the "Krok-
fjellet" triple frontier mark, is numbered from south to north, beginning
with No. 1, which stands at a distance of 805.3 metres from the "Krokfjellet"
triple frontier mark, and concluding with No. 415, which is the spar buoy
(one pair of reference marks on the Norwegian side and the spar buoy bear
the same number, 415). The reference mark at the Skoltefoss falls is not
numbered.

Numbers are painted on the Norwegian frontier posts in black on a
yellow ground and on the Soviet frontier posts in white on a green ground.
The number of each stone cairn is painted on the centre stone at the summit
of the cairn, or on its sides.,

The type of each frontier mark and its position in relation to the
frontier line and to other frontier marks is shown in the album of maps, the
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frontier-mark protocols, the tables of co-ordinates and the list of frontier
marks.

The geodetic basis for computing the rectangular coordinates of the
frontier marks and for the map survey was provided by points in the Norwegian
and Soviet State geodetic systems, calculated by the 1932 Pulkova method
on a Bessel spheroid in Gauss-KrUger rectangular coordinates within longitude
zones of 6 degrees.

The coordinates of the points and frontier marks are given in tabular
form. The axis for the first sector, in longitude zone No. 5, is meridian
27 degrees east of Greenwich; and for the second sector, in longitude zone
No. 6, it is meridian 33 degrees east of Greenwich.

The heights above sea level of the frontier marks are calculated tri-
gonometrically on the basis of the Norwegian levelling along the Pasvikelv
river, together with the trigonometrically-calculated heights of points in the
Norwegian triangulation. A detailed description of the method used in
computing these heights is given in the explanatory foreword to the table
of coordinates.

Distances between frontier marks are determined to an accuracy of
i : 1,000 of the measured distance, and angles of turn to an accuracy of 0.014
of one degree (45 seconds).

The rectangular coordinates of the frontier marks are computed to an
accuracy of 0.1 metre, and the geographical coordinates to an accuracy of
0.01 second.

A topographical survey on scale I : 25,000 was carried out along the
whole frontier, along a zone of 0.5 kilometre breadth on each side of the fron-
tier line, or on each bank where the frontier follows a thalweg. On this
basis a map of the same scale was drawn. The frontier and all the frontiers
marks erected were drawn into the map. Long inlets are not included in
the map.

A triangulation chain or system of polygons was laid along the frontier
zone, and rectangular co-ordinates were computed for all frontier marks.

The special expressions used in this Protocol have the following
meanings:

1. "Frontier" or "frontier line": the State frontier between Norway
and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics demarcated in 1947.

2. The "centre of the frontier mark": on the frontier line overland,
either a point lying between a pair of posts at a distance from those stated
in the frontier mark protocol, or, in the case of a cairn, the centre of
its base.

The "centre of the frontier mark" in the case of a frontier turning-point
is marked as follows:
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(a) Where the frontier mark consists of a pair of wooden posts, either
by a small round wooden post pointed at the upper end, or by the centre
of a circle of 25 centimetres diameter carved in a rock or stone.

(b) Where the frontier mark is a stone cairn, by the centre of a circle
of 25 centimetres diameter carved in a rock or stone.

Where the frontier follows a straight line overland, the centre of the
frontier mark is normally not marked.

3. The distance of a frontier mark from the frontier is the distance
between the frontier post and the point where the frontier intersects a straight
line joining the Norwegian and Soviet posts of the same number.

Notes:

1. Frontier distances between frontier marks overland are determined
geodetically by measurement on the ground; where the frontier follows a
thalweg, they are measured on the basis of the 1947 topographical map of
scale i : 25,000.

2. The distance between frontier posts where the frontier follows a
thalweg and the angles of direction of all frontier marks, are shown in the
annexes and are not indicated in this Descriptive Protocol.

3. Depth measurements in the Pasvikelvand Jakobselv rivers were
carried out by simple methods to the extent necessary to determine the State
frontier line and draw it in on the map of the frontier zone. The results
of such depth measurements were entered on the original maps in the field.

4. Where the type of the frontier mark is not indicated in this Descriptive
Protocol, it consists of a pair of wooden posts.

The demarcated State frontier between Norway and the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics runs as follows:

The starting point of the demarcated State frontier is a stone cairn
which stands on the summit of Krokfjellet hill at the meeting point of the
State frontiers of Norway, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and Finland.

At the summit of the cairn stands a triangular concrete pyramid, the
sides of which face the three countries. The name of each country and of the
triple frontier mark is shown on the side of the pyramid facing that country,
in Norwegian, Russian and Finnish, thus: "Norway, Krokfjellet", "USSR,
Muotkavaara", "Suomi, Muotkavaara".

The centre of the"Krokfjellet" frontier mark has the following coordinates:

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The State frontier between Norway and the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics runs from the "Krokfjellet" frontier mark to frontier mark No.
415 (the mooring of a spar buoy), which lies north of the mouth of the Jakobselv
river and has the following geographical coordinates:

690 47' 46.14" N. latitude
300 49' 9.85" longitude east of Greenwich

and the following rectangular coordinates
x = 7,746,912.1 y = 6,415,943.7

The frontier proceeds partly over land and partly along thalweg, and
consists of the following sectors, which differ according to the nature of the
terrain:

First: a land sector from Krokfjellet hill to Gelsomio point;

Second: from Gelsomio point along the thalweg of the Pasvikelv river to the
Skoltefoss falls;

Third: a land sector from the Skoltefoss falls round Boris Gleb and across
the Pasvikelv river to its right bank;

Fourth: a land sector from the right bank of the Pasvikelv river to the source
of the Jakobselv river;

Fifth: along the Jakobselv river to its mouth in the Arctic Ocean (Barents
Sea), frontier mark No. 415 (the mooring of the spar buoy).

In the first sector, from the "Krokfjellet" triple frontier mark to frontier
mark No. 11, which is erected near the south-west shore of Grensevatn lake,
the frontier proceeds along a frontier clearing at least 8 metres wide, in a
generally south-easterly direction, through wooded, uneven and occasionally
marshy country. There is only one change of direction, at frontier mark
No. 8. Between frontier marks Nos. 9 and 10 the frontier line crosses the
Pasvikelv river.

From the "Krokfjellet" triple frontier mark the frontier proceeds south-
east through stony terrain across Krokfjellet hill, over a marsh and a circular
tarn as far as

frontier mark No. 1,
which stands on a wooded hill, 180 metres south-east of the tam.

The length of the frontier between the "Krokfjellet" triple frontier mark
and frontier mark No. I is 805.3 metres.

From frontier mark No. 1 the frontier continues in the same direction
across a swamp and a stream to

frontier mark No. 2,
a cairn, which stands on the southern slope of a wooded hill.
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. I and 2 is
778.5 metres.

From frontier mark No. 2 the frontier continues in the same direction
across a marsh to

frontier mark No. 3,
which stands on a wooded hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 2 and 3 is
730.5 metres.

From frontier mark No. 3 the frontier proceeds in the same direction
across a swamp and a stream to

frontier mark No. 4,
which stands at the southern end of a wooded marsh.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 3 and 4 is
800.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 4 the frontier climbs in the same direction to
frontier mark No. 5,

which stands on a wooded hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 4 and 5 is
394.1 metres.

From frontier mark No. 5 the frontier continues in the same direction
across the wooded hill to

frontier mark No. 6,
which stands on the south-eastern slope of the hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 5 and 6 is
189.9 metres.

From frontier mark No. 6 the frontier proceeds in the same direction
through a marsh and across the end of a clearing on the Soviet side to

frontier mark No. 7,
which stands on the south-western slope of Grenseberg hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 6 and 7 is
916.4 metres.

From frontier mark No. 7 the frontier proceeds in the same direction to
frontier mark No. 8,

a cairn erected in 1826 and restored in 1947.

The cairn stands at the edge of the steep eastern slope of Grenseberg
hill, at a turning-point in the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 7 and 8 is
73 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 8 the frontier proceeds in a different direction,
south-south-east down Grenseberg hill, over a marsh and across a forest path,
and continues over a wooded hill to

frontier mark No. 9,
which stands 39 metres from the left bank of the Pasvikelv river.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 8 and 9 is 596.4
metres.

From frontier mark No. 9 the frontier proceeds in the same direction,
crosses the Pasvikelv river and continues to

frontier mark No. 10,
which stands 17 metres from the right bank of the river.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 9 and 10 is
215.2 metres.

From frontier mark No. 10 the frontier continues in the same direction
across a bay of the Pasvikelv river near the Grensefoss falls and along the
frontier clearing to

frontier mark No. 11,
a cairn erected in 1826 and restored in 1947.

The cairn stands on a wooded hill 87 metres north-east of a bridge on
a forest path and 105 metres west of the tip of Gelsomio point, at a main
turning-point in the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 10 and 11 is
1,008 metres.

The second sector of the frontier extends from Gelsomio point along the
thalweg of the Pasvikelv river, mostly along the middle of the lakes formed
by the river, in a general north-easterly direction to Skoltefoss falls.

The banks are partly marshy and partly firm, and generally low, but
are normally not flooded at high water.

The river forms a series of falls and rapids of varying size.
The waterway contains a great number of large and small islands, the

large ones generally wooded and the smaller covered with grass and scrub.
There are also rocky shoals, rocks and sandbanks.

From frontier mark No. 11 the frontier proceeds north-east, first along
the frontier clearing for a distance of 70 metres and down the steep slope of
Gelsomio point to the thalweg of the Pasvikelv river, then in the same direction
along Grensevatn lake, across a rocky shoal, and again along the lake, with
Aittasaari island on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 12.

The Norwegian post stands on the eastern shore of Grenseneset point,
on a small hill, 165.1 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands at the north-western point of Aittasaari island,
6 metres from a cliff and 115 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. II and 12 is
465 metres.

From frontier mark No. 12 the frontier continues north-east along
Grensevatn Lake, with Korkeasaari island on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 13.
The Norwegian post stands on the eastern side of Grenseneset point in

a wood, 25 metres from the shore and 207.6 metres from the frontier.
The Soviet post stands on the north-western side of Korkeasaari island

on a small hill, 40 metres east of a cliff and 135 metres from the frontier.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 12 and 13 is

270 metres.
From frontier mark No. 13 the frontier proceeds north-east along the

lake, with a small islet bearing a frontier post on the Soviet side and Balgis-
holm island on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 14.

The Norwegian post stands at the southern end of Balgisholm island,
1.5 metres from the river bank and 44.4 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the small island referred to above, 65 metres
south-east of Balgisholm island and 40 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 13 and 14 is
220 metres.

From frontier mark No. 14 the frontier proceeds north-east along the
lake, still with Balgisholm island on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 15.
The Norwegian post stands at the north-eastern end of Balgisholm

island, 10 metres west of the river bank and 65 metres from the frontier.
The Soviet post stands on the eastern bank of the lake, on the western

slope of a small hill and 117 metres from the frontier.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 14 and 15 is

390 metres.
From frontier mark No. 15 the frontier continues north-north-east

along the lake, with Bjorkholm island on the Norwegian side, to
frontier mark No. 16.

The Norwegian post stands on the eastern side of Bjorkholm island,
12 metres from the bank and 70.1 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the eastern shore of the lake on a small point
near the bank and 75 metres from the frontier.
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 15 and 16 is
555 metres.

From frontier mark No. 16 the frontier continues north-north-east from
Grensevatn lake into the Pasvikelv river to

frontier mark No. 17.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 127 metres from
the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, on the south-western
part of a hill, 20 metres east of the river bank and 145 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 16 and 17 is
475 metres.

From frontier mark No. 17 the frontier proceeds along the thalweg of
the Pasvikelv river north-north-east to

frontier mark No. 18.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 40 metres north
of a cliff and 110.3 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 15 metres from the
bank and 140 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 17 and 18 is
595 metres.

From frontier mark No. 18 the frontier continues north-north-east along
the thalweg past an island which is on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 19.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 5 metres west
of the river bank and 68.8 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river on the western
slope of a hill, 30 metres east of the river bank and 80 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 18 and 19 is
665 metres.

From frontier mark No. 19 the frontier continues north-east along the
thalweg to

frontier mark No. 20.

The Norwegian post stands on a small point on the left side of the river,
15 metres from the bank and 59.7 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 15 metres east of
the bank, 210 metres south-west of a bay and 80 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 19 and 20 is
240 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 20 the frontier continues north-east and north
along the thalweg, round a slight bend, to

frontier mark No. 21.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 82.3 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 90 metres south
of a path, east of a sand cliff and 95 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 20 and 21 is
470 metres.

From frontier mark No. 21 the frontier continues along the thalweg in
a curve north and north-east to

frontier mark No. 22.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river on a small point,
40 metres south-east of the mouth of a stream and 74.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river on the western
slope of a small hill, 120 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 21 and 22 is
750 metres.

From frontier mark No. 22 the frontier continues north-east along the
thalweg to

frontier mark No. 23.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 35 metres from
the bank, 70 metres north-east of the mouth of the Odevasselva river and
81.1 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river on the western slope
of a small hill, 65 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks No. 22 and 23 is 290
metres.

From frontier mark No. 23 the frontier continues north-east along the
thalweg past a small wooded island bearing a frontier post on the Norwegian
side to

frontier mark No. 24.

The Norwegian post stands on the small wooded island, 67.7 metres from
the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 12 metres from the
bank, 310 metres south-west of the mouth of a stream and 40 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 23 and 24 is
680 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 24 the frontier continues along the thalweg
first north-east and then north to

frontier mark No. 25.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, on a grassy
hill south of an inlet and 97.6 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river near the bank, 15
metres south of a ravine and 60 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 24 and 25 is
875 metres.

From frontier mark No. 25 the frontier continues along the thalweg
first north and then north-east to

frontier mark No. 26.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 56.5 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 3.5 metres east
of the bank, 45 metres west of a path and 75 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 25 and 26 is
435 metres.

From frontier mark No. 26 the frontier continues along the thalweg in
a generally north-easterly direction to

frontier mark No. 27.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river near the foot
of the bank, 8 metres from the river and 118.1 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river in a marsh, 32 metres
from the bank, 90 metres west of a path and 75 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 26 and 27 is
960 metres.

From frontier mark No. 27 the frontier continues along the thalweg in
a generally north-north-easterly direction past three small islets which are
on the Soviet side and the northermost of which bears a frontier post, to

frontier mark No. 28.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river on the eastern
slope of a small hill, north of the mouth of Gjeddebekken brook, 73.8 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the small islet referred to above, which is
wooded, 75 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 27 and 28 is
420 metres.

From frontier mark No. 28 the frontier continues north-east along the
thalweg, past a wooded islet bearing a frontier post and lying on the Norwegian
side, to

frontier mark No. 29.

The Norwegian post stands on the eastern side of the wooded islet 28.5
metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river on a small point
near the foot o'f a small cliff, 30 metres from the river bank and 65 metres
from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 28 and 29 is
185 metres.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river on a point near the
lower part of the Tangefoss falls, 80 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 30 and 31 is
805 metres.

From frontier mark No. 31 the frontier continues along the thalweg,
first north-east past three islets which are on the Soviet side, then north-
north-east past a wooded island bearing a frontier post and lying on the
Soviet side to

frontier mark No. 32.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 320 metres south-
south-west of the mouth of a stream and 47 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the island referred to above, 65 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 31 and 32 is
440 metres.

From frontier mark No. 32 the frontier continues along the thalweg in
a mainly north-north-easterly direction, past a group of rocks which are on
the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 33.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 50.9 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 50 metres south-
east of a rock and 75 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 32 and 33 is
890 metres.

From frontier mark No. 33 the frontier proceeds along the thalweg in
a curve, first north-north-west past a rock which is on the Soviet side, then
north-north-east past a rock which is on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 34.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 137.6 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 105 metres east
of a rock and 55 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 33 and 34 is
395 metres.

From frontier mark No. 34 the frontier proceeds north-east along the
thalweg past two islets which are on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 35.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 45 metres north
of an islet and 68 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 85 metres from the
frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 34 and 35 is
260 metres.

From frontier mark No. 35 the frontier proceeds along the thalweg in
a curve, first north-east and then north, to

frontier mark No. 36.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river directly opposite
the mouth of the Kornetijoki river, 63.4 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, on the southern
side of the mouth of the Kornetijoki river, 100 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 35 and 36 is
935 metres.

From frontier mark No. 36 the frontier continues north-north-west along
the thalweg, past some rocks which are on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 37.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river by the river
bank, 225 metres south of the mouth of a stream and 36.5 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river in a wood, 160 metres
from the bank and 210 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 36 and 37 is
420 metres.

From frontier mark No. 37 the frontier continues along the thalweg in
a curve north and north-north-east, to

frontier mark No. 38.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 300 metres south-
west of a light railway and 43.6 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 155 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 37 and 38 is
290 metres.

From frontier mark No. 38 the frontier continues along the thalweg in
a curve north-east and north-north-east, past a rock which is on the Nor-
wegian side and four islets which are on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 39.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river, 20 metres east
of a light railway and 36.8 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river in a wood, 91 metres
from the bank and 115 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 38 and 39 is
570 metres.

. From frontier mark No. 39 the frontier continues along the thalweg in
a curve north-east and east, to

frontier mark No. 40.

The Norwegian post stands on the left side of the river by the river bank,
72.4 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river, 250 metres south-
west of a hut and 145 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 39 and 40 is
315 metres.

From frontier mark No. 40 the frontier follows the Hestefoss falls in a
curve east-north-east, north and north-north-west, to

frontier mark No. 41.

From frontier mark No. 209 the frontier runs in the same direction over

uneven country, crossing a small stream flowing out of Skavletjern tarn and
a bare knoll, descending into a hollow and traversing a tam, and then rising
up a bare hill face to

frontier mark No. 210, which stands on the bare hilltop.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 209 and 210 is

696 metres.
From frontier mark No. 210 the frontier runs in the same direction,

traversing a bare hill, crossing a tarn and continuing to
frontier mark No. 211, a cairn set up in 1826 and restored in 1947.

This is on the summit of Grensefjell hill and is a main turning-point.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 210 and 211 is

180.6 metres.
From frontier mark No. 211 the frontier runs north-east down the open

slopes of Grensefjell hill, crosses a stream and a path, proceeds over a wooded
ridge (height 122) to

frontier mark No. 212, which stands on the craggy north-western
slope of Karhunpaii hill, 100 metres south of North Grensetjern tam.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 211 and 212 is

618.3 metres.
From frontier mark No. 212 the frontier runs in the same direction,

down the slope of Karhunpdd hill, crossing a marsh with a shallow stream,
and then climbing Vardehaug hill to

frontier mark No. 213, which stands at the turning-point of the fron-
tier on the summit of Vardehaug hill.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 212 and 213 is

591.8 metres.
From frontier mark No. 213 the frontier runs east-north-east down a

steep slope to
frontier mark No. 214, which stands on the mountainside north-

east of the summit of Vardehaug hill.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 213 and 214 is

182.7 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 214 the frontier continues in the same direction,
down the steep hiliface, over a stream and along a frontier clearing to

frontier mark No. 215, which stands on a cliff on a hillside over the
Kirkenes-Boris Gleb road.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 214 and 215 is

125 metres.
From frontier mark No. 215 the frontier runs in the same direction,

descending the cliff to
. frontier mark No. 216, which stands on the western side of the Kir-

kenes-Boris Gleb road, 190 metres south of the house in Skafferhullet
hollow.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 215 and 216 is

23.1 metres.
From frontier mark No. 216 the frontier runs in the same direction,

crossing the Kirkenes-Boris Gleb road and a depression, to
frontier mark No. 217, which stands on a small ridge 100 metres.

north of the left bank of the Pasvikelv river and 40 metres east of a
house which is on the Norwegian side.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 216 and 217 is

263.1 metres.
From frontier mark No. 217 the frontier runs in the same direction down

the hillside to the Pasvikelv river to
frontier mark No. 218, which stands on the left bank of the Pasvikelv

river where the river bed narrows.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 217 and 218 is

170.6 metres.
From frontier mark No. 218 the frontier runs in the same direction

across the Pasvikelv river to
frontier mark No. 219, which stands on the right bank of the river

at the foot of a steep slope.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 218 and 219 is

230.4 metres.
In the fourth sector, which extends from frontier mark No. 219 on the

right bank of the Pasvikelv river to the turning-point in the thalweg at the
source of the Jakobselv river, the frontier runs overland first east-north-east
to frontier mark No. 222 on Russefjell hill, then south-east to frontier mark
No. 279 near the south-western end of Hundvatn lake, and then generally
east-south-east to the source of the Jakobselv river.

In this sector the frontier crosses very rugged country, consisting of bare,
craggy mountains, high plateaux, wooded valleys and marshes.
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In many places it traverses lakes of various sizes, of which Pikevatn
(Neitij drvi) and Langvatn are the largest.

The frontier has twelve turning-points, of which the two at frontier
marks Nos. 222 and 279 are main turning-points.

In wooded areas an 8-metre frontier clearing has been cut.
From frontier mark No. 219 the frontier runs in the same direction

east-north-east along the clearing up a steep wooded hillside to

frontier mark No. 220, which stands on the summit.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 219 and 220 is
79.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 220 the frontier runs in the same direction along
the clearing, up a wooded hillside to

frontier mark No. 221, which stands on the south-western slope of
Russefjell hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 220 and 221 is
272.8 metres.

From frontier mark 221 the frontier runs in the same direction over
rising broken ground to

frontier mark No. 222, a cairn set up in 1826 and restored in 1947.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 221 and 222 is
316.7 metres.

From frontier mark 222 the frontier changes direction south-east over
open country to

frontier mark No. 223, which stands on the open ridge of Russefjell
hill, south-east of the summit.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 222 and 223 is
69 metres.

From frontier mark 223 the frontier runs in the same direction, down a
steep rocky hillface, across a small valley and up to a ridge, to

frontier mark No. 224, which stands on an open ridge on the eastern
slope of Russefjell hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 223 and 224 is
212.4 metres.

From frontier mark No. 224 the frontier runs obliquely in the same
direction, across a steep hillface and along the clearing, to

frontier mark No. 225, which stands on the edge of a deep bog at
the foot of a ridge about 475 metres south-west of Fredheim.
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 224 and 225 is
308.6 metres.

From frontier mark No. 225 the frontier runs in the same direction over
deep bog to

frontier mark No. 226, which stands on the western bank of the
northwestern bay of Pikevatn (Neitijdrvi) lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 225 and 226 is
295.3 metres.

From frontier mark No. 226 the frontier runs in the same direction
across the north-western bay of Pikevatn lake to

frontier mark No. 227, which stands on the south-western bank of
a peninsula on Pikevatn lake, west-north-west of a triangulation point
(height 64).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 226 and 227 is
286.2 metres.

From frontier mark No. 227 the frontier runs along the clearing in the
same direction up to

frontier mark No. 228, which stands on a ridge on the south-western
slope of a peninsula in Pikevatn lake, 80 metres from a triangulation
point (height 64).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 227 and 228 is
233.6 metres.

From frontier mark No. 228 the frontier runs along the clearing in the
same direction down the hillface to

frontier mark No. 229, which stands on the south side of the penin-
sula on the bank of Pikevatn lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 228 and 229 is
123.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 229 the frontier runs in the same direction
across Pikevatn lake to

frontier mark No. 230, which stands on the eastern bank of the lake,
on the western side of the Storskog-Ahmalahti road.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 229 and 230 is
887.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 230 the frontier runs along the clearing in the
same direction, up to

frontier mark No. 231, which stands on a slope rising to the top of
Vardehaug hill.
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 230 and 231 is
260.2 metres.

From frontier mark No. 231 the. frontier continues upward along the
clearing in the same direction to

frontier mark No. 232, which stands on a small plateau between the

Storskog-Ahmalahti road and Vardehaug hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 231 and 232 is
238 metres.

From frontier mark No. 232 the frontier proceeds upwards in the same
direction over an open slope to

frontier mark No. 233, a cairn set up earlier and restored in 1947,
a turning-point, on the summit of Vardehaug hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 232 and 233 is
428.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 233 the frontier runs south-east with slightly
more southing, down the rocky slope to

frontier mark No. 234, which stands on the slope from Vardehaug
hill down to Langvatn lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 233 and 234 is
250.1 metres.

From frontier mark No. 234 the frontier runs in the same direction down
the mountain to

frontier mark No. 235, which stands at the edge of the wood on the
slope from Vardehaug hill down to Langvatn lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 234 and 235 is
346.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 235 the frontier runs in the same direction down
the mountain along a clearing cut through dense, marshy woodland to

frontier mark No. 236, which stands on the western bank of Langvatn
lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 235 and 236 is
601.1 metres.

From frontier mark 236 the frontier runs in the same direction, crossing
Langvatn lake obliquely, to

frontier mark No. 237, which stands on the eastern shore of the lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 236 and 237 is
318.8 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 237 the frontier runs in the same direction,
along a clearing cut through dense woods, up StorslAttfjell hill, to

frontier mark No. 238, which stands on a mountain overgrown with
scrub, 40 metres west of the end of a tarn (height 82).
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 237 and 238 is

673.9 metres.
From frontier mark No. 238 the frontier runs in the same direction,

across a small marshy depression and up StorslAttfjell hill, to
frontier mark No. 239, which stands on the mountainside 160 metres

south of the tarn designated as height 82, and is a triangulation point
with the designation height 98.
The length of the frontier between frontier mark Nos. 238 and 239 is

254.7 metres.
From frontier mark No. 239 the frontier runs in the same direction up

the bare hillface to the summit of Storslttfjell hill, past a tarn which is on
the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 240, which stands on the summit of Storsl6ttfjell
hill.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 239 and 240 is

189.2 metres.
From frontier mark No. 240 the frontier proceeds in the same direction

over a depression with a shallow stream and a tarn (height 79), and then climbs
the steep slope of Vardefjell (Stuorrasulasoiavi) hill to

frontier mark No. 241, which stands on a small plateau on the side
of Vardefjell hill.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 240 and 241 is

672.3 metres.
From frontier mark No. 241 the frontier continues up Vardefjell in the

same direction to
frontier mark No. 242, which stands on the hillside of Vardefjell hill

200 metres west of a knoll (height 188).
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 241 and 242 is

127.5 metres.
From frontier mark No. 242 the frontier runs in the same direction up

the rise towards Vardefjell hill, to
frontier mark No. 243, which stands on a small plateau on the hill-

face 50 metres west of a tarn.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 242 and 243 is

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From frontier mark No. 243 the frontier runs in the same direction
towards Vardefjell hill over uneven country, crossing a depression and a
tam, to

frontier mark 244, which stands on the summit of a steep hilface
70 metres north-west of a tarn.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 243 and 244 is
212.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 244 the frontier runs in the same direction over
a depression, crossing a tarn and then rising, to

frontier mark No. 245, which stands on the north-western face of
Vardefjell hill, 80 metres south-east of a tarn.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 244 and 245 is
209.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 245 the frontier runs in the same direction
across the rocky slope to

frontier mark No. 246, a cairn set up in 1826 and restored in 1947.
This stands on the rocky slope of Vardefjell, 180 metres north-east of a
summit (height 214) and a triangulation beacon, and is a turning point.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 245 and 246 is
69.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 246 the frontier continues south-east, with
slightly more southing, crossing a tarn and then climbing a hillface, to

frontier mark No. 247, which stands on the south-eastern side of
Vardefjell hill, 201 metres north-east of the summit designated height 215.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 246 and 247 is
283.6 metres.

From frontier mark No. 247 the frontier runs in the same direction down
the steep slope of Vardefjell hill, over a tarn, and then up again to

frontier mark No. 248, which stands on the northern bank of a tam
(height 181), 60 metres east of another tam (height 183).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 247 and 248
is 415.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 248 the frontier runs in the same direction,
crossing the tarn designated height 181 and then rising to

frontier mark No. 249, which stands on a small knoll 140 metres
south-east of the southern end of Fiskevatnan lake (height 180).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 248 and 249 is
306.1 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 249 the frontier runs in the same direction,
first down the hillface, then across the north-eastern part of the lake (height
162), and then up rough mountainous country to

frontier mark No. 250, which stands on the summit of a large knoll
35 metres south of a triangulation point (height 195).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos 249 and 250 is
858 metres.

From frontier mark No. 250 the frontier runs in the same direction,
first through a clearing cut down the steep hillface, then over a stream con-
necting Hamborgvatn and Joosepinjdirvet lakes, and then up a slope to

frontier mark No. 251, which stands on a ridge on a south-westward
facing slope, 115 metres north-east of Joosepinjarvet lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 250 and 251
is 721.1 metres.

From frontier mark No. 253 the frontier runs in the same direction over
gently rising country, mountainside and marsh overgrown with low scrub to

frontier mark No. 254, which stands on an elevation 330 metres
south of the summit of H6ghaugen hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 253 and 254
is 440.9 metres.

From frontier mark No. 254 the frontier runs in the same direction
through a clearing down the steep hillface to

frontier mark No. 255, which stands on the summit of a precipitous
descent on the north-western side of Serdivatn (Siertijdrvi) lake.
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 254 and 255 is
101.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 255 the frontier proceeds along the clearing
in the same direction, descending the steep hillside to the western bank of
Serdivatn lake and crossing its north-eastern part, to

frontier mark No. 256, which stands on the eastern bank of the
lake, 95 metres south-west of an outlet into a stream.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 255 and 256

is 358.5 metres.
From frontier mark No. 256 the frontier runs along a clearing in the same

direction up to
frontier mark No. 257, which stands on the rocky, scrub-covered

slope of Siertitunturi hill.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 256 and 257

is 112.9 metres.
From frontier mark No. 257 the frontier runs along a clearing in the

same direction up to
frontier mark No. 258, a cairn standing on a rocky ridge covered

with sparse scrub, 430 metres north-east of the summit of Siertitunturi
hill.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 257 and 258 is

216.5 metres.
From frontier mark No. 258 the frontier runs in the same direction,

crossing a flattish mountain ridge covered with sparse scrub and a small
valley, and then rising to

frontier mark No. 259, which stands on a prominent rocky ridge
170 metres south-west of a lake (height 142).
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 258 and 259 is

283.9 metres.
From frontier mark No. 259 the frontier runs along a clearing in the

same direction, descending the steep boulder-strewn mountainside and crossing
a stream flowing out of a lake (height 142), to

frontier mark No. 260, which stands on a small moraine ridge in
a wooded valley 280 metres south of the lake designated height 142
and 70 metres south of a path which is on the Norwegian side.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 259 and 260

is 404.4 metres.
From frontier mark No. 260 the frontier runs in the same direction

along the clearing, across the south-western portion of a small marshy tam
and then over rising rocky ground to
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frontier mark No. 261, which stands on a small shrubby knoll 130
metres south of the western end of a lake (height 146) and 90 meters
from a path which is on the Norwegian side.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 260 and 261 is
298.4 metres.

From frontier mark No. 261 the frontier runs in the same direction down
the hillside, across a marshy tarn (height 149) and then upwards along the
clearing to

frontier mark No. 262, which stands on wooded ground near the
edge of a marsh, 100 metres from a path which is on the Norwegian side.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 261 and 262
is 139.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 262 the frontier runs in the same direction,
first in the clearing over rising boulder-strewn ground, then up a steep cliff
and across open rock to

frontier mark No. 263, which stands on a ridge of the north-western
slope of Aborvassfjell hill, 540 metres west of the triangulation point
at the summit (height 303.1).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 262 and 263
is 478.6 metres.

From frontier mark No. 263 the frontier runs in the same direction over
rising ground to

frontier mark No. 264 which stands on the bare west-south-west
slope of Aborvassfjell hill, 470 metres south-west of the triangulation
point at the summit (height 303.1).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 263 and 264 is
158.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 264 the frontier runs in the same direction over
gently rising, boulder-strewn ground to

frontier mark No. 265, a stone cairn set up in 1826 and restored
in 1947. This stands on a ridge of Aborvassfjell hill, 435 metres south-
west of the triangulation point height 303.1, and is a turning point.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 264 and 265
is 188.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 265 the frontier runs south-east with slightly
more southing over open, falling ground strewn with boulders and across a
small swamp to

frontier mark No. 266, which stands on a ridge on the southern
slope of Aborvassfjell hill where denser scrub begins.
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 265 and 266 is
225.6 metres.

From frontier mark No. 266 the frontier runs in the same direction
along the clearing, over sharply-falling craggy ground, to

frontier mark No. 267, a stone cairn set up on a wooded hillside
sloping down to Grensevatn lake (Rajaj arvi).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 266 and 267
is 302.2 metres.

From frontier mark No. 267 the frontier runs ,in the same direction
along the clearing over wooded ground sloping steeply down towards Grense-
vatn lake and

frontier mark No. 268 which stands on the north bank of Grensevatn
lake on boulder-strewn, heavily wooded ground.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 267 and 268 is
213.4 metres.

From frontier mark No. 268 the frontier runs in the same direction,
first crossing Grensevatn lake, then following the clearing, over stony, rising
ground, to

frontier mark No. 269, which stands on a steep rocky hillock on
the southern bank of Grensevatn lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 268 and 269 is
386.3 metres.

From frontier mark No. 269 the frontier runs in the same direction
along a clearing, up through densely wooded, boulder-strewn ground to

frontier mark No. 270, which stands on a moraine ridge south of
Grensevatn lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 269 and 270 is
113.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 270 the frontier runs in the same direction,
downwards along the clearing into a valley containing a stream flowing
towards the Norwegian side, and then upwards over broken ground, to

frontier mark No. 271, which stands on wooded, boulder-strewn,
hilly ground 200 metres south-east of the point where the frontier crosses
a stream.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 270 and 271 is
711.4 metres.

From frontier mark No. 271 the frontier runs in the same direction,
first sharply upwards along a clearing through sparse scrub, then up a steep
open slope, to
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frontier mark No. 272, a stone cairn set up on open ground on the
north-western slope of Pieni-Vohtastunturi hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 271 and 272 is
297.3 metres.

From frontier mark No. 272 the frontier runs in the same direction over
open ground rising less steeply to

frontier mark No. 273, which stands on a bare plateau on the north-
western slope of Pieni-Vohtastunturi hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 272 and 273
is 149.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 273 the frontier runs in the same direction,
first over a short, bare rise, then across a valley with a small stream flowing
towards a lake (height 239), and then sharply upwards, to

frontier mark No. 274, which stands on the north-eastern slope of
Pieni-Vohtastunturi hill, 410 metres north-east of the summit, which
bears a triangulation point (height 302.6).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 273 and 274 is
723.5 metres.

From frontier mark No. 274 the frontier runs in the same direction, over
the open north-eastern slope of Pieni-Vohtastunturi hill, across a marshy
depression, and then over a bare expanse, to

frontier mark No. 275, a stone cairn set up in 1826 and restored
in 1947. This stands at a turning point on an open elevation, 638 metres
south-east of the triangulation point (height 302.6) on the summit of
Pieni-Vohtastunturi hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 274 and 275
is 559.2 metres.

From frontier mark No. 275 the frontier runs south-east, with slightly
more southing, first over bare, slightly falling ground, then across swamp
and some hollows, and then up a slight rise to

frontier mark No. 276, a stone cairn set up in 1925 and restored
in 1947. This stands at a turning point on an open elevation 350
metres west of a lake (height 225) and 200 metres north-east of a tarn
(height 272).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 275 and 276
is 498 metres.

From frontier mark No. 276 the frontier line runs south-east with slightly
more easting, first over falling open ground, then along a clearing through
dense wood over slightly broken ground, to

frontier mark No. 277, which stands on a plateau 300 metres north-
east of a lake (height 222) and 190 metres south-west of a tam (height
210).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 276 and 277
is 1,046.4 metres.

From frontier mark No. 277 the frontier line runs in the same direction
along the clearing, twice crossing a stream, and then over broken ground to

frontier mark No. 278, a stone cairn set up in 1925 and restored
in 1947. This stands at a turning-point, in a wood on fairly level ground
on the south-western slope of Hundvasshaugan hill, 650 metres north-
west of Hundvatn lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 277 and 278 is
619.3 metres.

From frontier mark No. 278 the frontier turns slightly to the south and
runs south-south-east, first along a clearing downwards over boulder-strewn
ground then across a deep bog with a stream to

frontier mark No. 279, a stone cairn set up in 1826 and restored
in 1947. This stands on a large rock in a marsh at a main turning-point,
40 metres south-west of a bay in Hundvatn lake and 75 metres north-
east of a small hillock bearing a triangulation point.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 278 and 279 is
903.1 metres.

From frontier mark No. 279 the frontier runs east across a deep bog
and up a wooded moraine hill to

frontier mark No. 280, which stands on the wooded moraine hill
50 metres south of Hundvatn lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 279 and 280 is
267.9 metres.

From frontier mark No. 280 the frontier runs in the same direction along
a clearing, over a wooded hill and a small swamp and up a moraine hill to

frontier mark No. 281, which stands on a wooded moraine hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 280 and 281
is 226 metres.

From frontier mark No. 281 the frontier runs in the same direction
along the clearing, across a wooded hillock and a deep bog, and then up a
wooded, rocky hill, to

frontier mark No. 282,. which stands on the wooded hill, 70 metres
west of the northern end of a small lake (height 172).
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 281 and 282
is 271.1 metres.

From frontier mark No. 282 the frontier runs in the same direction along
the clearing, across a swamp, the northern extremity of the small lake (height
172) and a stream, and then upwards over wooded, boulder-strewn ground to

frontier mark No. 283, which stands on slightly sloping, boulder-
strewn wooded ground 160 metres north-west of Kuasjarvi lake and
200 metres north of the summit of a hill (height 202).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 282 and 283 is
484.1 metres.

From frontier mark No. 283 the frontier runs in the same direction along
the clearing, across a tarn (height 193) to

frontier mark No. 284, which stands north of Kuasj arvi lake on
boulder-strewn ground at the top of a wooded ridge.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 283 and 284 is
343.8 metres.

From frontier mark No. 284 the frontier runs in the same direction along
a clearing through dense woods, across a depression with a tam (height 199), to

frontier mark No. 285, a stone cairn set up in 1826 and restored
in 1947. This stands at a turning point at the summit of a ridge,
170 metres south-east of a tarn (height 196) and 245 metres north-east
of the eastern end of Kuasj5.rvi lake.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 284 and 285 is

375.3 metres.
From frontier mark No. 285 the frontier runs east, with slightly more

southing, along the clearing to
frontier mark No. 286, which stands on a scrub-covered mountain

ridge 525 metres east-north-east of Kuasjdirvi lake.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 285 and 286
is 360.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 286 the frontier runs in the same direction
along a clearing out through the scrub to

frontier mark No. 287, which stands on a boulder-strewn slope
60 metres south of a lake (height 199).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 286 and 287 is 325.8
metres.

From frontier mark No. 287 the frontier runs in the same direction
along the clearing over roughish ground to

frontier mark No. 288, which stands on a moraine ridge 175 metres
south-east of a tam (height 199).
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 287 and 288
is 196.5 metres.

From frontier mark No. 288 the frontier runs in the same direction,
along the clearing, across a depression containing a stream, then across a
grassy swamp and a tarn, then up a slight incline, to

frontier mark No. 289, a stone cairn set up in 1826 and restored
in 1947. This stands at a turning-point on a scrub-covered moraine
ridge 50 metres west of the confluence of a stream issuing from Tarden-
myran swamp and a stream issuing from a swamp south-east of the
frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 288 and 289 is
448.3 metres.

From frontier mark No. 289 the frontier continues east with slightly
more southing, along the clearing across a depression at the confluence of
the stream issuing from Tardenmyran swamp and the stream issuing from
the swamp south-east of the frontier, to

frontier mark No. 290, which stands on a wooded moraine ridge
east of a small dell 20 metres north of the stream flowing from Tarden-
myran swamp.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 289 and 290
is 121 metres.

From frontier mark No. 290 the frontier runs in the same direction
along the clearing, thrice crossing the stream issuing from Tardenmyran
swamp, then across Tardenmyran swamp, and then upward along the clearing,
to

frontier mark No. 291, which stands on a small ridge east of the
Tardenmyran swamp, 50 metres west of a small hollow with a shallow
stream which crosses the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 290 and 291 is
881.2 metres.

From frontier mark No. 291 the frontier runs in the same direction over
marshy, slightly rising ground, for part of the way through a clearing cut
through the trees, crossing two small streams, to

frontier mark No. 292, which stands on a smooth slope, 220 metres
north-north-east of the confluence of two streams.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 291 and 292
is 814.6 metres.

From frontier mark No. 292 the frontier line runs in the same direction
over open rocky ground to
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frontier mark No. 293, a stone cairn set up in 1826 and restored
in 1947. This stands at a turning-point on a ridge, 400 metres north
of the summit of Lasertunturi hill (height 346).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 292 and 293 is
682.4 metres.

From frontier mark No. 293 the frontier runs east-south-east with slightly
more southing, over the open northern slope of Lasertunturi hill, to

frontier mark No. 294, which stands on a high ridge 400 metres
north-east of the summit of Lasertunturi hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 293 and 294
is 174.9 metres.

From frontier mark No. 294 the frontier runs in the same direction over
the open, slightly falling northern slope of Lasertunturi hill, to

frontier mark No. 295, which stands on a flat open ridge on ground
sloping away to the east of Lasertunturi hill, 225 metres south-east of
a small tarn (height 323).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 294 and 295 is
532.5 metres.

From frontier mark No. 295 the frontier runs in the same direction,
first over a slight open declivity and then over rising ground, to

frontier mark No. 296, which stands on a small moraine ridge on
open ground south of Grensefjell hill, 260 metres north of a long, narrow
lake (height 297).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 295 and 296
is 259.7 metres.

From frontier mark No. 296 the frontier runs in the same direction
over open, boulder-strewn, broken ground, across a stream, to

frontier mark No. 297, which stands on a large boulder-strewn
moraine ridge on open ground, 275 metres north-east of a lake (height
297).
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 296 and 297

is 198.8 metres.
From frontier mark No. 297 the frontier runs in the same direction,

first downwards and across a marshy dell, then over the gentle, boulder-
strewn south-eastern slope of Grensefjell hill, to

frontier mark No. 298, a stone cairn set up in 1826 and restored
in 1947. This stands at a turning-point on a bare moraine ridge on the
south-eastern slope of Grensefjell hill.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 297 and 298 is
636.3 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 298 the frontier runs along the clearing east-
south-east, with slightly more southing, over a boulder-strewn southern slope,
across three small streams and in a clearing up a moraine ridge, to

frontier mark No. 299, which stands on a ridge projecting from a
steep southern slope, 110 metres north-west of a tarn (height 254).

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 298 and 299
is 458.2 metres.

From frontier mark No. 299 the frontier runs in the same direction,
first along a clearing on the southern slope, then across level swampy ground
with a stream flowing north-east which is the main tributary of the Jakobselv
river, to

frontier mark No. 300, which stands on a small plateau 40 metres
south of the stream which is the main tributary of the Jakobselv river.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 299 and 300 is
602.6 metres.

From frontier mark No. 300 the frontier runs in the same direction
along the clearing over a grassy swamp, crossing a stream flowing to the
south-east, to

frontier mark No. 301, which stands on level ground north of the
stream flowing to the east which, on confluence with the other stream,
forms the Jakobselv river.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 300 and 301
is 364.5 metres.

From frontier mark No. 301 the frontier runs in the same direction over
a smooth incline to

frontier mark No. 302, a stone cairn set up in 1826 and restored
in 1947, on a small plateau at the confluence of the two streams forming
the Jakobselv river.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 301 and 302
is 23.2 metres.

From frontier mark No. 302 the frontier runs in the same direction to
the turning point in the Jakobselv river, where it meets the thalweg of the
river.

The frontier angle at the Jakobselv river is the point where the prolon-
gation of the frontier line joining frontier marks Nos. 301 and 302, which
stand on the west bank of the river, intersects the thalweg of the Jakobselv
river.

A detailed specification of the frontier angle at the Jakobselv river is
set out in a separate protocol annexed to the protocol of frontier mark No. 302.
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The length of the frontier between frontier mark No. 302 and the frontier
angle at the Jakobselv river is 7.35 metres.

In the filth sector the frontier runs from the angle at the source of the
Jakobselv river to its mouth, along the thalweg of the river and, usually
along the mid-line of the lakes formed by it, first generally eastwards, then
in a gradual curve north-east, north and later north-north-west.

The banks of the river and of the lakes are uniformly low and for the
most part marshy.

In many places they consist of gravel and sand; the river erodes them
at some places and forms sandbanks at others, thus changing its course.

The banks are mainly covered with scrub and small deciduous trees.
The waterway contains a large number of islets, rocks and sandbanks.
From the source of the Jakobselv river the frontier first runs north,

past a rock marked with an iron bar which is on the Norwegian side, and
then curves north-north-west to frontier mark No. 415, which is the northern
terminal point of the frontier line demarcated in 1947 and is marked by a
spar-buoy and reference marks.

From the frontier angle at the Jakobselv river the frontier first follows
the thalweg northwards and then swings sharply to the east, to

frontier mark No. 303.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the Jakobselv river on
flat wooded ground south of a marsh and near a low point, 22.3 metres from
the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on an earth mound on the right bank where
the river bends south, 20 metres from a small islet and 11.8 metres from the
frontier.

The length of the frontier between the frontier angle at the 'Jakobselvl
river and frontier mark No. 303 is 105 metres.

From frontier mark No. 303 the frontier runs east along the thalweg,
past a small islet which is on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 304. '

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a low scrub-
covered moraine ridge south of a swamp, 90 .metres west of the mouth of
a brook and 28.2 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on the northern
slope, of a scrub-covered moraine hill amid swampy ground, 49 metres from
the frontier.

The length .of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 303 and 304,
is 122 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 304 the frontier runs generally east along the
thalweg to

frontier mark No. 305.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on a plateau
in a dense birch wood, 24.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on level ground
20 metres from the bank, between some birch scrub and a grassy swamp,
23.6 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 304 and 305 is
535 metres.

From frontier mark No. 305 the frontier runs east-south-east along
the thalweg to

frontier mark No. 306.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on a flat ledge
in rising rocky woodland at the foot of a wooded hill, 17.3 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a wooded
boulder-strewn moraine hill, 50 metres west of the mouth of a stream and
31.9 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 305 and 306 is'
218 metres.

From frontier mark No. 306 the frontier line follows the thalweg, first
south-east and then east, to

frontier mark No. 307.

The Norwegien post stands on the left bank of the river at the edge
of a grassy swamp, 11 metres from the bank, 30 metres south-west of a strip
of woodland in the marsh, and 15.2 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river at the top of a
low, wooded moraine hill between the river and a path, 35 metres north
of the path and 37.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 306 and 307
is 285 metres.

From frontier mark No. 307 the frontier first runs east along the thaweg
and then along the southern bed of the river, past an islet which is on the
Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 308.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, at the top
of a low wooded ridge projecting into a swamp, 75 metres north-west of the
mouth of a stream issuing from a tarn on the Norwegian side (height 197)
and 79.7 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, at the top of a
peak in broken, boulder-strewn, wooded moraine ground, 23.9 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 307 and 308
is 430 metres.

From frontier mark No. 308 the frontier follows the thalweg in a curve,
first east and then south-east, to

frontier mark No. 309.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on a rock deeply
embedded in a scrub-covered eminence, 25 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, at the top of a
rocky hill sparsely covered with birch trees, 38.5 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 308 and 309 is
145 metres.

From frontier mark No. 309 the frontier line runs along the thalweg
east-south-east, then follows the northern bed of the river past a rocky islet
which is on the Soviet side, and then continues south-east to

frontier mark No. 310.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river of a flat moraine
point in a birch wood, 27.3 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, at the eastern
end of a marsh, between a path and the river, 11 metres from the path, 18
metres from the river bank and 19.8 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 309 and 310
is 445 metres.

From frontier mark No. 310 the frontier follows the thalweg, first south-
east and then east and northeast, to

frontier mark No. 311.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river in a sparse
birchwood on a rocky plateau, 45 metres east of a swamp and 16.3 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, in a sparse birch
wood on a rocky plateau at the bend of the river from north-east to east-
south-east, 23.8 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 310 and 311
is 355 metres.

From frontier mark No. 311 the frontier line runs east-south-east along
the thalweg to

frontier mark No. 312.
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The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on flat wooded
ground at the top of the river bank, 11 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a moraine
ridge between the river and a swamp, 18.6 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 311 and 312 is
198 metres.

From frontier mark No. 312 the frontier runs east along the thalweg
to the point where the river widens, by a small wooded islet bearing a frontier
post and lying on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 313.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a small
moraine ridge, 40 metres north-west of a point and 25.7 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the wooded islet in the wide portion of the
-river, 50 metres west of a wooded islet which is on the Norwegian side, and
13.2 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 312 and 313 is
195 metres.

From frontier mark No. 313 the frontier runs generally north-east along
the thalweg, past two islets which are on the Norwegian side and an islet
which is on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 314.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on a small
ricky hillock south of a swamp, 55.4 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the wooded right bank of the river, where
a small rapid descends into a widening of the river, 26.6 metres from the
frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 313 and 314
is 345 metres

From frontier mark No. 314 the frontier runs generally north-north-east
along the thalweg to

frontier mark No. 315.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on wooded
marshy ground, 6.6 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a low, wooded,
marshy point, where the river bends from north to south, 13.5 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. '314 and 315 is
145 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 315 the frontier runs generally east-south-east
along the thalweg to

frontier mark No. 316.

The Norwegian post stands on a wooded marshy point on the left bank
of the river, 23.1 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, in a swamp, where
the river bends sharply from east to north, 11.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 315 and 316 is
145 metres.

From frontier mark No. 316 the frontier runs first north-east and then
east along the thalweg, to

frontier mark No. 317.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a large mass
of rock, 22.3 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a rock by a
narrow rapid, 45 metres from a path, 75 metres south-west of the mouth
of a stream, and 2.6 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 316 and 317
is 165 metres.

From frontier mark No. 317 the frontier line runs north-east along
the thalweg of the current to

frontier mark No. 318.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on a large mass
of rock, 120 metres south-west of a widening in the river and 34.4 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a low rock
in a swamp, by a rocky rapid, 15.8 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 317 and 318 is
225 metres.

From frontier mark No. 318 the frontier line runs generally north-east
along the thalweg of the strong current, to a widening in the river and

frontier mark No. 319.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, in a wooded
moraine, 35 metres south of a bend in a stream and 12.4 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, in a rocky moraine,
30.2 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 318 and 319
is 480 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 319 the frontier runs generally east-north-east
along the thalweg, past an island which is on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 320.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on a stone deeply
embedded in a rocky hillock, 23 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river by the narrowest
part of a rapid, 5.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 319 and 320 is
545 metres.

From frontier mark No. 320 the frontier runs generally east-north-east
along the thalweg of the rocky, winding rapid, to

frontier mark No. 321.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river at the top of
a wooded moraine ridge, 25.3 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right side of the river at the summit of
a wooded moraine ridge, between the river and a strip of marsh, 90 metres
north-west of a path and 25 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 320 and 321 is
290 metres.

From frontier mark No. 321 the frontier runs generally north-north-east
along the thalweg to

frontier mark No. 322.

The Norwegian post stands on the steep left bank of the river, 50 metres
north-east of the mouth of a stream and 20.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands near the right bank of the river in a marsh in
a bend of the river where a stream flows out of the marsh, 15.8 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 321 and 322 is
330 metres.

From frontier mark No. 322 the frontier runs east-south-east along the
thalweg to

frontier mark No. 323.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on a low wooded
point at a bend, 11.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a moraine
ridge in a birch wood, 21.3 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 322 and 323 is
140 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 323 the frontier runs north-north-east along the
thalweg, past an islet which is on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 324.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, which is wooded
and sloping, 9.9 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a moraine ridge
between the river and a tarn (height 122), 23.1 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 323 and 324
is 275 metres.

From frontier mark No. 324 the frontier runs north-east along the thalweg,
bending north to Jakobselvvatn (Vuoremijarvi) lake and

frontier mark No. 325.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a wooded
moraine ridge where the river runs into Jakobselvvatn lake, 31.7 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the low right bank of the river where it runs
into Jakobselvvatn lake, 30 metres north of a stream and 21.1 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 324 and 325 is
260 metres.

From frontier mark No. 325 the frontier runs north-east along Jakob-
selvvatn lake to

frontier mark No. 326.

The Norwegian post stands at the top of a narrow projecting point on
the north-western shore of the lake, 108 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the south-eastern shore of the lake in wooded
ground, 108.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 325 and 326
is 390 metres.

From frontier mark No. 326 the frontier runs north-east and then north
along the lake to

frontier mark No. 327.

The Norwegian post stands on the north-western bank of the lake on
a wooded point between two marshes, 114.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on a narrow jutting promontory on the eastern
bank of the lake, 114.6 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks. Nos. 326 and 327
is 395 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 327 the frontier runs along the lake, first north,
then east-north-east and north-east, and then east through a strait, to

frontier mark No. 328.

The Norwegian post stands on the northern bank of the lake, 50 metres
east of the narrowest part of the strait and 36 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the southern bank of the narrow strait, 50
metres east of the narrowest part and 36 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 327 and 328 is
745 metres.

From frontier mark No. 328 the frontier runs generally east-north-east
along the lake, past an islet which is on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 329.

The Norwegian post stands on the north-western bank of the lake on a
level wooded spot, 160 metres south-west of the outlet of the lake and 36
metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the eastern bank of the lake on a mound of
earth in a swamp, 200 metres south-west of the outlet of the lake and 36.5
metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 328 and 329 is
525 metres.

From frontier mark No. 329 the frontier runs generally north-east along
the lake to its outlet and

frontier mark No. 330.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the Jakobselv river on
partly swampy ground near the outlet of Jakobselvvatn lake, 17.4 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a mass of rock
in a wooded marshy spot near the outlet of Jakobselvvatn lake, 62.4 metres
from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 329 and 330 is 185
metres.

From frontier mark No. 330 the frontier runs first north-east along the
thalweg of the rocky bed of the Jakobselv river, past an islet which is on the
Soviet side, and then north between some islets, four of which are on the
Norwegian side and three on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 331.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a rock in
a flat, stony plain close to the mouth of a stream flowing in from the north-
west, 8 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a rock in a wooded
marsh at the north-eastern end of a wider part of the river containing rocks
and islets, 24.5 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 330 and 331 is
330 metres.

From frontier mark No. 331 the frontier runs along the thalweg east
and then north-east, past an islet which is on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 332.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river where it bends
from north-east to north-north-east, 10.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a sparsely-wooded
level spot, 25 metres north-west of a path, between it and the river, and 15.2
metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 331 and 332 is
210 metres.

From frontier mark No. 332 the frontier runs north-north-east along the
thalweg to

frontier mark No. 333.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, 50 metres west
of the road from Trnet and 12.8 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank on a rock where the river bends
from north-east to east, 14.9 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 332 and 333 is
240 metres.

From frontier mark No. 333 the frontier runs east along the thalweg to

frontier mark No. 334.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river by a partly
mined bridge on the western side of the TArnet road, 6.8 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river by a partly ruined
bridge on the western side of the Pechenga road, 9.3 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 333 and 334
is 55 metres.

From frontier mark No. 334 the frontier runs north-north-east along
the thalweg to

frontier mark No. 335.

The Norwegian post stands on stony, wooded ground on the left bank
of the river at a beid, 80 metres north-north-east of the TArnet road and 10
metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a steep slope,
85 metres north-north-east of the partly ruined bridge and 17.6 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 334 and 335 is
85 metres.

From frontier mark .No. 335 the frontier runs east-north-east along the
thalweg to

frontier mark No. 336.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a low wooded
point where the river bends from north-east to north, 16.6 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a woody moraine
ridge north-east of a backwater, 9.6 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 335 and 336 is
275 metres.

From frontier mark No. 336 the frontier runs north along the thalweg
past an islet which is on the Norwegian side and a wooded islet bearing a
frontier post and lying on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 337.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a low wooded
point, where the river runs into Langvatn lake, 10.3 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the wooded islet just referred to, where the
river runs into Langvatn lake, 6.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 336 and 337 is
200 metres.

From frontier mark No. 337 the frontier runs north across Langvatn
lake to

frontier mark No. 338.

The Norwegian post stands on the western bank of the lake at the top
of a cliff, 84.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the eastern bank of the lake on the wooded
slope of a hill rising from the lake, 70 metressouth of the mouth of the Sulajoki
river and 84.5 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 337 and 338
is 415 metres.

From frontier mark No. 338 the frontier runs north along the lake to
frontier mark No. 339.

The Norwegian post stands on the northern side of a low point on the
western bank of the lake, 100 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the eastern bank of she lake, 62 metres north-
west of a triangulation point (height 111) and 140 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 338 and 339
is 430 metres.

From frontier mark No. 339 the frontier continues along the lake, first

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 341 and 342
is 350 metres.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on wooded ground,
45 metres south of a large widening of the river and 23.5 metres from the
frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on wooded ground
by the short reach between Rundvatn lake and the next widening of the river,
1.4.1 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 342 and 343 is
440 metres.

From frontier mark No. 343 the frontier runs north along the thalweg,
through a reach which is at first narrow and then widens, to

The Norwegian post stands on the wooded left bank of the river, 21.4
metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river in a dense marshy
wood on level ground, 12 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 343 and 344
is 405 metres.

The Soviet post stands at the northern end of a strip of marsh on the
right bank of the river at its outlet into Trollvatn lake, 12.9 metres from the
frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 345 and 346
is 150 metres.

From frontier mark No. 346 the frontier runs north-west along the
lake to

frontier mark No. 347.
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The Norwegian post stands on the western bank of the lake on a small
hill near the narrow northern end of the lake, 90 metres north-east of Andtjern
tarn, 90 metres south of the mouth of Oterbekken brook and 35.3 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the north-eastern bank of the lake on a small
wooded hill at the narrow north-western end of the lake, 37 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on a small hill in the middle of a swamp on the
right bank of the river where it narrows, 17.8 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 347 and 348
is 285 metres.

From frontier mark No. 348 the frontier runs first north-north-east along
the thalweg between two islets, and then north-east past one islet which is
on the Norwegian side and three islets which are on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 349.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a large mass
of rock on broken rock-strewn ground, 50.3 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on broken, rock-strewn
ground, 60 metres north of a swampy tarn and 16 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks No. 348 and 349 is
520 metres.

From frontier mark No. 349 the frontier runs generally north-north-east
along the thalweg, past two islets which are on the Norwegian side and one
islet which is on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 350.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river in a low-lying
wooded swamp, 12.8 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river at the foot of a
wooded hill, 15.3 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 349 and 350 is
355 metres.
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From frontier mark No. 350 the frontier runs north along the thalweg,
past two islets which are on the Soviet side, then along Kjosen lake, and then
along the thalweg, to

frontier mark No. 351.

The Norwegian.post stands on the left bank of the river in a small bog,
4 metres from the bank and 14 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a flat, dry,
mossy ridge, 20 metres from the bank and 26.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 350 and 351 is
620 metres.

From frontier mark No. 351 the frontier runs north-north-east along
the thalweg to

frontier mark No. 352.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on the edge
of a wood, 15.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the low, level right bank of the river by a
small, steep, wooded moraine hill 16.3 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 351 and 352
is 215 metres.

From frontier mark No. 352 the frontier runs along the thalweg, first
north-east through some narrow rapids, then north along a quiet reach, and
then between large rocks to

frontier mark No. 353.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, 15 metres
north-east of a tam, 55 metres south of Lasarustjern tam and 54.7 metres
from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the wooded right bank of the river east of
the southern tip of a small islet which is on the Soviet side, 29.5 metres from
the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 352 and 353
is 590 metres.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 356 and 357 is
480 metres.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 388 and 389 is
560 metres.

From frontier mark No. 389 the frontier runs along the winding thalweg,
generally northwards, to

frontier mark No. 390.
The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, in the eastern

part of a broad wooded point, 19.9 metres from the frontier.
The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on the steep north-

western slope of a narrow, wooded ridge, 27.8 metres from the frontier.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 389 and 390 is

530 metres.
From frontier mark No. 390 the frontier runs along the thalweg, gene-

rally west-north-west, in wide bends round a point which is on the Norwegian
side and another which is on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 391.
The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, 52 metres

north-east of the Eggemoen school and 11.2 metres from the frontier.
The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a low flat hillock,

96.7 metres from the frontier.
The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 390 and 391 is

705 metres.
From frontier mark No. 391 the frontier runs north along the thalweg

between large sandy shoals, through some small rapids, to
frontier mark No. 392.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on a flat wooded
point, 91 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river in a wooded, sandy
plain, 6 metres from a steep sandy hillock and 20.7 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 391 and 392 is
440 metres.

From frontier mark No. 392 the frontier runs along the thalweg generally
north-north-west, round one Norwegian and one Soviet point, to

frontier mark No. 393.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, at the eastern
tip of a point, between two long swampy tarns which unite east of the post,
101.6 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on the edge of a
steep cliff, 57 metres from the frontier.
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 392 and 393
is 680 metres.

From frontier mark No. 393 the frontier runs along the thalweg, past a
point which is on the Soviet side, in a general northerly direction, to

frontier mark No. 394.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river in a wooded
plain, 140 metres north-east of Heggdalsmo farm and 17.2 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a low shingle
bank, 13 metres from the foot of the north-western slope of Pikkutunturi hill
and 43.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 393 and 394 is
390 metres.

From frontier mark No. 394 the frontier runs along the thalweg, generally
north-east, curving widely round one Soviet and one Norwegian point, to

frontier mark No. 395.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on a flat,
narrow, wooded point by a bend, 61.6 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a ledge in a
steep cliff, 6 metres east of a mountain path and 34.5 metres from the
frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 394 and 395 is
940 metres.

From frontier mark No. 395 the frontier runs along the thalweg, gene-
rally north-west, in wide bends which form two points on the Soviet side and
one on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 396.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river on the steep face
of OvreflAg hill, 5 metres west of the Lillesanden-Bjornstad road and
42.3 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a flat, wooded
point, 9 metres east of the river bank and 20.3 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 395 and 396 is
1,640 metres.

From frontier mark No. 396 the frontier runs along the thalweg north,
north-east and north-north-west to

frontier mark No. 397.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river at the north-
eastern edge of a wide, low, wooded point, 49 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river in a wooded, sandy
plain, 35 metres west of the forest road and 15.2 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 396 and 397 is
650 metres.

From frontier mark No. 397 the frontier runs north-north-west along
the thalweg, past two islets which are on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 398.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on the north-
eastern side of a low, wide, wooded point, 50.7 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, at the edge of a
wooded, sandy plain, 6 metres west of the forest road and 24 metres from the
frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 397 and 398 is
490 metres.

From frontier mark No. 398 the frontier runs along the thalweg, making
a wide sweep north-west and south round a point on the Norwegian side,
then another west, north-west and north-east round a point on the Soviet
side, to

frontier mark No. 399.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on the steep
south-eastern slope of NedreflAg hill; 30 metres west of the Lillesanden-
Bjornstad road and 88.5 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on the north-
western side of a flat, wooded point, 13.6 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 398 and 399 is
950 metres.

From frontier mark No. 399 the frontier runs along the thalweg, making
wide bends north-north-east, north-west and then north-north-east, to

frontier mark No. 400.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, at the northern
end of a low point, 35.6 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, at the edge of a
wooded plateau, 35 metres north of the mouth of a stream running from the
north-east and 25.1 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 399 and 400 is
850 metres.

From frontier mark No. 400 the frontier runs generally west along the
thalweg to

frontier mark No. 401.
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The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river at the edge of a
wooded plateau north-east of NedreflAg hill, 7 metres east of the Lillesanden-
Bjornstad road and 32.9 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet frontier post stands on the right bank of the river on a low,
flat, wooded point, 34.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 400 and 401 is
220 metres.

From frontier mark No. 401 the frontier runs north along the thalweg to
frontier mark No. 402.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river at the edge of a
high, partially-wooded, sandy plateau, 32.8 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a partially-
wooded rocky cliff, 21.9 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 401 and 402 is
250 metres.

From frontier mark No. 402 the frontier runs north-west along the
thalweg, to

frontier mark No. 403.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river at the edge of
a high, scrub-covered plateau, 22 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a flat sandy
hillock, 8 metres west of a bend in a path and 47.2 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 402 and 403 is
140 metres.

From frontier mark No. 403 the frontier runs generally north-north-west
along the thalweg, past a large sand bank which is on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 404.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank by a steep, sandy descent
to the river, 27.4 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river on a sandy hillock,
33 metres west of a path and 92.2 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 403 and 404 is
460 metres.

From frontier mark No. 404 the frontier runs generally north-north-east
along the thalweg, past a large sandy shoal which is submerged at flood tide
and in spate, and lies on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 405.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river at the north-
eastern angle of Finngamneset point, 176.5 metres from the frontier.
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The Soviet post'stands on the right bank of the river, on a scrub-covered
plateau near the summit of a steep sandy hillock, 25.4 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 404 and 405 is
400 metres.

From frontier mark No. 405 the frontier runs north-north-west along
the thalweg, past large shoals which are submerged at flood tide and in spate
and lie on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 406.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, at the north-
western end of Finngamneset point, 286.3 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river at the edge of a
grassy plain, 15 metres west of a path and 93.8 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 405 and 406 is
250 metres.

From frontier mark No. 406 the frontier runs north-west along the
thalweg, past a large shoal which is intersected by Storbekken brook and
submerged at flood tide and in spate and lies on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 407.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, at the edge of
a sandy, scrub-grown hillock, 75 metres north-east of the Lillesanden-Bjorn-
stad road and 402 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river at the edge of a
partially grassy, sandy plain, 72 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 406 and 407 is
315 metres.

From frontier mark No. 407 the frontier runs north-north-west along
the thalveg, between two sandy shoals which are submerged at flood tide and
in spate and the larger of which lies on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. "408.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, on the south-
eastern side of the sandy Stranda plateau, 148 metres north of the customs
house and 272.8 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river at the foot of a
cliff, 79.7 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 407 and 408 is
345 metres.

From frontier mark No. 408 the frontier runs north-north-west along the
thalweg between two shoals which are submerged at flood tide and in spate
and the larger of which is on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 409.
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The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river, at the eastern
edge of the high, sandy, ling-covered Stranda plateau, 128.3 metres from the
frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a low cliff by
an inlet in the bank, 32.7 metres from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 408 and 409 is
255 metres.

From frontier mark No. 409 the frontier runs north-north-west along the
thalweg, past a sandy shoal which is submerged at flood tide and in spate
and lies on the Norwegian side, to

frontier mark No. 410.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river at the eastern
end of the high, sandy Stranda plateau, at the top of the sandy slope, 94.3
metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, on a steep, rocky
ridge where the river narrows towards its estuary, 67.6 metres from the
frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 409 and 410 is
55 metres.

From frontier mark No. 410 the frontier runs north-north-west along the
thalweg where the river narrows between a sandy shoal on the Norwegian
side and a steep hill on the Soviet side, to

frontier mark No. 411.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river at the north-
eastern end of the sandy Stranda plateau, 92 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river, near the summit of
a hillock, 9.6 meters north-west from a cairn, formerly numbered 363, erected
in 1826, and 80.3 meters from the frontier.

The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 410 and 411 is
97 metres.

From frontier mark No. 411 the frontier runs north along the thalweg,
past a large sand bank on the Norwegian side and a small rock in the water
on the Soviet side, both of which are submerged at flood tide, to

frontier mark No. 412, which is the terminal point of the frontier in
the river.

The Norwegian post stands on the left bank of the river estuary on the
northern slope of the Stranda plateau, 319 metres from the frontier.

The Soviet post stands on the right bank of the river estuary, 13 metres
from the northern tip of a steep base promontory and 48 metres from the
frontier.
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The length of the frontier between frontier marks Nos. 411 and 412 is
125 metres.

From frontier mark No. 412 the frontier runs in a straight line north-
north-west to

frontier turning point No. 413.

Frontier turning point No. 413 is formed by the intersection of

(a) the sighting line running through two reference marks, which are
frontier mark No. 413, standing on a low sand bank at the foot of the eastern
slope of the Stranda plateau, by the estuary of the Jakobselv river, on the
Norwegian side; and

(b) a straight line running between the iron post standing on the rock
by the estuary of the river Jakobselv on the Norwegian side and Soviet frontier
post No. 412.

The distance from frontier turning point No. 413 to the iron post on the
rock on the Norwegian side is 50.6 metres, and the distance to Soviet frontier
post No. 412 is 53.4 metres.

The length of the frontier between frontier mark No. 412 and turning
point No. 413 is 47.8 metres.

From frontier turning point No. 413 the frontier runs in a straight line
north along the sighting line between the reference marks of frontier mark
No. 413 and the next frontier turning point,

turning point No. 414.

This turning point is formed by the intersection of two lines:

(a) the line of the frontier from turning point No. 413 to turning point
No. 414 referred to in paragraph (a) of the description of frontier mark
No. 413; and

(b) the sighting line passing through the two reference marks of frontier
mark No. 414, which stands on the Soviet bank by the estuary of the Jakob-
selv river, east of Soviet frontier posts Nos. 409 and 410.

The length of the frontier between frontier turning points Nos. 413 and
414 is 214 metres.

From turning point No. 414 the frontier runs in a straight line through the
sighting marks referred in paragraph (b) of the description of frontier mark
No. 414, north-north-west to

frontier mark No. 415, which is the northern terminal point of the
frontier laid down in 1947 and lies north of the estuary of the Jakobselv
river.
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This terminal point is formed by the intersection of two lines:

(a) the line of the frontier between turning point No. 414 and frontier
mark No. 415 referred to in paragraph (b) of the description of frontier mark
No. 414; and

(b) the sighting line passing through the two reference marks of frontier
mark No. 415, which stands west of the estuary of the Jakobselv river on the
Norwegian side, on the sandy Stranda plateau, north-west of the King Oscar II
chapel.

Frontier mark No. 415 also includes a spar buoy moored in 17 metres at
the above-mentioned intersection point.

The length of the frontier between frontier turning point No. 414 and
the mooring of the spar buoy of frontier mark No. 415 is 429 metres.

The geographical and rectangular co-ordinates of the last-mentioned
point are:

Particulars determining the exact position of frontier turning points

the protocols on these frontier marks.

The present Descriptive Protocol on the course of the national frontier
between Norway and the USSR, together with the album of maps and geodetic
diagrams, the protocols on frontier marks, the catalogue of co-ordinates and
the list of frontier marks attached thereunto, is subject to ratification by the
Government of Norway and the Government of the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics, and shall enter into force immediately upon its ratification by
those Governments.

This Descriptive Protocol, together with the above-mentioned docu-
ments, has been drawn up in four original copies, two in Norwegian and two
in Russian; and the maps have been drawn up in two copies with the text in
both languages.

Both texts shall be equally authentic.

La Commission mixte sovi~to-norv~gienne charg~e de la d6marcation
de la fronti~re d'Etat entre l'Union des R~publiques socialistes sovitiques
et la Norv~ge d~clare par les pr~sentes avoir, conform~ment . l'accord conclu
entre le Gouvernement de la Norv~ge et le Gouvernement de l'Union sovi~ti-
que, proc~d6 sur le terrain A la d~limitation et k la d~marcation de la fronti~re
d'Etat entre la Norv~ge et l'Union sovi~tique, depuis le point d'intersection
des fronti~res d'Etat entre la Norv~ge, l'Union sovi~tique et la Finlande
jusqu'& l'embouchure de la rivi~re fronti~re Jakobselv (Voriema).

En vue de l'exdcution des travaux de demarcation sur le terrain, deux
sous-commissions mixtes sovi~to-norv6giennes ont 6t6 constitu6es et l'en-
semble de la fronti~re d'Etat a 6t6 divis6 en deux parties, savoir:

Une premiere partie, d'une longueur de 98,4 kilom~tres: du point
d'intersection des fronti~res d'Etat entre la Norv~ge, l'Union sovi6tique et
la Finlande, jusqu'au parall1e 690 32' de latitude nord, au nord du rapide
Holmfoss.

Une seconde partie, d'une longueur de 97,3 kilom~tres: depuis le paral~le
690 32' de latitude nord, jusqu' . une balise mouill~e au nord de l'embouchure
de la rivi~re Jakobselv.

Tous les travaux de d6marcation sur le terrain ont 6t6 ex6cut~s par
'URSS dans la premiere partie et par la Norv~ge dans la seconde partie.

Toutefois, la peinture et l'apposition des marques de nationalit6 ainsi que la
num~rotation des marques fronti~res ont 6t6 effectudes par chaque pays
sur son territoire seulement.

La longueur totale de la ligne frontire est de 195,7 kilom~tres, dont
42,9 kilomtres de frontire terrestre et 152,8 kilomtres off la fronti~re suit
le lit des rivi~res Pasvikelv (Patso-joki) et Jakobselv.

Dans sa partie terrestre, la ligne fronti~re change cinq fois nettement
de direction, en cinq points de changement de direction principaux.

Ces points sont marquis par les tas de pierres n°- 11, 208, 211, 222
et 279.

La fronti~re d'Etat est le plus souvent marquee sur le terrain au moyen
de poteaux frontibres en bois, parfois de tas de pierres, de repres de direc-
tion ou d'une balise, savoir:

a) Le point initial de la fronti~re, sur le mont Krokfjellet (Muotkavaara)
est marqu6 au moyen d'un tas de pierres non taill~es, ayant la forme d'un
tronc de c~ne, dont les dimensions sont les suivantes: diamtre a la base,
2,5 m~tres; diambtre au sommet, 2 mbtres; hauteur, 2 metres..

b) Les principaux points de changement de direction de la frontire
sont marques au moyen de tas de pierres cubiques de 1,5 m~tre de c6t6. Sous
le tas de pierres un cercle de 25 centim~tres de diambtre est taill dans le roc
ou dans une pierre; le centre de ce cercle marque le point oii la frontibre change
de direction.

c) Le changement de direction situ6 - la hauteur du rapide de Skolte-
foss est marqu6 sur la rive gauche de la rivi~re au moyen d'un tas de pierres
comme il est indiqu6 au point b, et sur la rive droite de la rivi~re au moyen
d'un repbre d'alignement consistant en une tige en fer encastrde au centre
d'une colonne en b~ton ayant la forme d'un tonneau.

d) Les autres points du secteur terrestre oii la fronti~re change de direc-
tion sont marques, soit au moyen de tas de pierres comme il est indiqu6 au
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point b, soit de poteaux frontires jumeaux en bois. Les poteaux sont places,
en g~ngral, a 4 mtres run de 'autre - 2 m6tres de chaque c6t6 de la frontire.
Sur la ligne fronti~re elle-m~me, entre les poteaux jumeaux, se trouve soit
un petit poteau cylindrique en bois, soit un cercle de 25 centimgtres de dia-
mgtre, grav dans le roc (ou sur une pierre); le centre du cercle indique le point
oi la frontigre change de direction.

Les poteaux frontigres de section carrde, ont 2 mtres de haut et
22 centim~tres de c6t6. Les poteaux norv~giens sont peints en jaune, avec un
sommet noir de 18 centimgtres de hauteur; ils portent des marques de natio-
nalit6. Les poteaux sovi~tiques sont peints en bandes alternativement rouges
et vertes du sommet a la base; la bande supgrieure rouge, y compris la partie
pointue du poteau, a 48 centimgtres, les autres bandes rouges, 20 centi-
mtres, et toutes les bandes vertes, 18 centimgtres.

e) Dans l'intervalle entre les points de changement de direction, les
parties terrestres de la fronti~re terrestre sont marquees soit au moyen de
tas de pierres, comme il est indiqu6 au point b, soit de poteaux fronti~res
jumeaux en bois qui sont 6rigds de la mgme mani~re qu'aux points de change-
ment de direction.

f) Lorsque la fronti~re suit le lit des rivi~res Pasvikelv et Jakobselv,
elle est marquee au moyen de poteaux frontigres jumeaux en bois, un de
chaque c6t6 de la ligne fronti~re, soit sur la rive de la rivi~re ou du lac, soit
sur une ile.

g) A l'embouchure de la rivigre Jakobselv, la frontigre est marquge sur
la terre ferme au moyen de repgres jumeaux de direction. Les repgres de
direction sont des panneaux verticaux en bois de 3,25 mgtres de hauteur et
de 1,50 m~tre de large. Le premier est noir, avec un T blanc renvers6 se
terminant en pointe vers le haut. L'autre est noir avec un T blanc, se terninant
en pointe vers le bas. Les repgres de direction sont exactement dans le prolonge-
ment de la ligne frontire (A l'exception des rep~res de direction no 415, qui
indiquent simplement la direction de la balise).

h) L'extr6mit6 nord de la fronti~re est indiqu~e en plus des rep~res de
direction par une balise constitute par un mat noir en bois, surmont6 d'une
fl~che triangulaire noire et fix6 A une boude en fer, mouill~e (profondeur 17
m~tres) au nord de l'embouchure de Ia rivi~re Jakobselv.

Le long de la fronti~re il y a, outre la marque commune aux trois pays
situ~e sur le mont ( Krokfjellet ,, 25 tas de pierres, 387 paires de poteaux fron-
ti~res en bois, trois rep~res de direction jumeaux et une balise.

Toutes les marques fronti~res, k l'exception de la marque du mont
((Krokfjellet ) commune ii trois pays, sont num~rotdes du sud au nord. La
premiere porte le no 1 et se trouve a 805,3 metres de la marque du mont
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(cKrokfjellet ); la derni~re, qui porte le no 415, est constitude par la balise
(les deux repures de direction du c6t6 norv6gien et la balise portent le m~me
numdro 415). Le repure d'alignement situ6 . la hauteur du rapide Skoltefoss
n'est pas num6rot6.

Les num~ros des poteaux fronti~res norv~giens sont peints en noir sur
fond jaune; ceux des poteaux fronti~res sovi6tiques, en blanc sur fond vert.
Le numdro des tas de pierre est peint sur une dalle plac~e au sommet du tas
ou sur le c6t6.

Les diffdrents types de marques fronti~res et leur emplacement par rapport
la ligne fronti~re et par rapport les unes aux autres sont indiquds dans l'atlas,

dans les proc~s-verbaux concernant les marques fronti~res, dans les tables
de coordonn6es et dans le relev6 des marques fronti~res.

La base g6od6sique pour la d~termination des coordonn6es rectangulai-
res des marques frontires et pour l'tablissement des cartes est constitute
par des points des canevas gdoddsiques officiels sovi~tiques et norv~giens,
calculus d'apr~s le syst~me de ((Pulkova D de 1932, sur l'ellipsolde de Bessel
au moyen des coordonn6es rectangulaires de Gauss-Kriiger dans une zone de
longitude de 6 degr~s.

Les coordonn~es des points et des marques fronti~res sont donn~es, sous
forme de tableau, pour la premiere partie, dans la zone de longitude 5, dont
l'axe est t 270 5 l'est de Greenwich, et, pour la seconde partie, dans ]a zone
de longitude 6, dont l'axe est A 330 h l'est de Greenwich.

Sur toute la fronti~re, un lev topographique a 6t6 effectu6 A l'6chelle
de I : 25.000 dans une zone de 0,5 kilomtre de large, des deux c6t~s de la
fronti~re ou de chaque c6t6 de la rive, lorsque la fronti~re suit le lit de la rivi~re.
D'apr~s ce lev6, il a 6t6 dress6 une carte A la m~me 6chelle. Sur la carte, la
fronti~re et toutes les marques fronti~res sont indiquges. Les indentations
profondes ne sont pas reprises sur la carte.

Une s~rie de triangles ou de polygones ont 6t6 d6termin~s le long de la
zone fronti~re et les coordonn~es rectangulaires de toutes les marques fron-
ti~res ont 6t6 calculdes.

a) Lorsque la marque fronti~re consiste en une paire de poteaux en
bois, soit par un petit poteau en bois cylindrique et dont L'extr6mit6 sup6-
rieure est pointue, soit par le centre d'un cercle de 25 centim~tres de diam~tre,
taill6 dans le roc ou dans une pierre.

b) Lorsque la marque fronti~re consiste en un tas de pierres, par le
centre d'un cercle de 25 centim~tres de diam~tre taill6 dans le roc ou dans une
pierre.

Lorsque la fronti~re terrestre suit une ligne droite, le centre de la marque
frontire n'est g~n6ralement pas indiqu6.

3. L a distance entre le poteau fronti6re et la fronti~re est la distance
du poteau fronti~re au point d'intersection de la ligne frontire avec la ligne
droite joignant le poteau norv6gien et le poteau sovi6tique portant le m~me
num6ro.

constitute par un tas de pierres 6rig6 en 1826 et remis en 6tat en 1947.

Ce tas de pierres est situ6 k un point de changement de direction principal
sur une 61vation bois6e, 87 m~tres au nord-est d'un pont, sur lequel passe
un chemin forestier, et . 105 metres l'ouest de l'extr~mit6 de la pointe
de Gelsomio.

La longueur de la ligne fronti~re entre les marques no 10 et no 11 est
de 1.008 metres.

Dans le deuxi~me secteur, la fronti~re va de la pointe de Gelsomio aux
chutes de Skoltefoss, en suivant le chenal de la rivi~re Pasvikelv et en passant
en g~n~ral au milieu des lacs que forme la rivi~re, en direction g~ndrale du
nord-est.

Les rives sont constitutes en partie par de la terre ferme et en partie
par des mardcages; elles sont en g~n~ral basses, mais ne sont pas normalement
immerges pendant les crues.

La rivi~re forme des chutes et des rapides qui varient en importance.
Dans le lit de la rivi~re se trouvent de nombreuses iles, grandes et petites;

les grandes sont en g~n~ral bois~es et les petites recouvertes d'herbes et de
broussailles. I1 s'y trouve aussi des amas de pierres, des 6cueils et des bancs
de sable.

Partant de la marque no 11, la fronti~re se dirige vers le nord-est, d'abord
dans la perc6e fronti6re, sur une distance de 70 m~tres, en descendant le
versant escarp6 de la pointe de Gelsomio jusqu'au lit de la rivi6re Pasvikelv ;
